Today, we’d like to see the title of “Abraham & Abimelech”  in Genesis 20-21.

Q1.  In 20:2, “ Now Abraham said of Sarah his wife, ‘She is my sister.’ And Abimelech 
king of Gerar sent and took Sarah” what does it mean in the context?  And how can we 
learn from here? 

Q2. In 20:11, “And Abraham said, ‘Because I thought, surely the fear of God is not in 
this place; and they will kill me on account of my wife,” what does it mean? And what 
can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 21:12, “ But God said to Abraham, ‘Do not let it be displeasing in your sight 
because of the lad or because of your bondwoman. Whatever Sarah has said to you, 
listen to her voice; for in Isaac your seed shall be called,’” what does it mean?  And how 
can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 
In the last time, in Genesis 19:35-38, “Then they made their father drink wine that night 
also. And the younger arose and lay with him, and he did not know when she lay down or 
when she arose. 36 Thus both the daughters of Lot were with child by their father. 37 The  
firstborn bore a son and called his name Moab; he is the father of the Moabites to this    
day. 38 And the younger, she also bore a son and called his name Ben-Ammi; he is the  
father of the people of Ammon to this day,” Lot and his two daughters dwelled in a cave 
on the mountains out of Zoar. Two daughters were conceived by her drunk father Lot, 
bearing Moab and Ben-Ammi who was the father of Ammon people. Because Lot was the 
relative of Abraham, once Jews were forbidden to harass Moab but later Moab and 
Ammon people were ones of the greatest enemies to Jews.  Also Ruth as a Moab woman 
was the great grandmother of David. Here, God’s silence to the daughters’ incest with 
their father Lot was neither His approval nor disinterest but the incest is strictly forbidden 
by God in other divine words of Scripture.   Today, the capital of Jordan is Ammon. The 
descendants of Ammon, Moab, and Ishmael are called as Arab people.  Deu 2:9; Ruth 
1:16; Ruth 4:17; Lev 18:6.

Abraham’s 

statement was a half-truth because of non-

disclosure of his wife. It was also a half-lie 

When the land had been a drought, 

Abraham had went down in Egypt and he 

had committed the same sin of the half-true 

to Pharao.

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also? 5 Did he not say to me, ‘She is my sister’? 
And she, even she herself said, ‘He is my 
brother.’ In the integrity of my heart and innocence 
of my hands I have done this.” 
 
 
 
 
6 And God said to him in a dream, “Yes, I know that 
you did this in the integrity of your heart. For I also 
withheld you from sinning against Me; therefore I 
did not let you touch her. 7 Now therefore, restore 
the man’s wife; for he is a prophet, and he will pray 
for you and you shall live. But if you do not 
restore her, know that you shall surely die, you and 
all who are yours.” 
8 So Abimelech rose early in the morning, called all 
his servants, and told all these things in their 
hearing; and the men were very much afraid. 9 And 
Abimelech called Abraham and said to him, “What 
have you done to us? How have I offended 
you, that you have brought on me and on my 
kingdom a great sin? You have done deeds to 
me that ought not to be done.” 10 Then Abimelech 
said to Abraham, “What did you have in view, that 
you have done this thing?” 
 
11 And Abraham said, “Because I thought, 
surely the fear of God is not in this place; and they 
will kill me on account of my wife. 12 But indeed she 
is truly my sister. She is the daughter of my father, 
but not the daughter of my mother; and she 
became my wife. 13 And it came to pass, when God 
caused me to wander from my father’s house, that 
I said to her, ‘This is your kindness that you should 
do for me: in every place, wherever we go, say of 
me, “He is my brother.” ’ ” 
14 Then Abimelech took sheep, oxen, and male and 
female servants, and gave them to Abraham; and 

because it’s failure from God’s words in the 

Scripture, e.g. the 9th commandment about 

the adultery. When you commit a sin, it's 

best to confess your sin before the Lord 

ASAP because the faithful God would 

forgive your sin and all the other 

unrighteousness. Gen 11:27-29; Gen 12:11-

15;Psalm 51:3-4; 1 John 1:91 ) 

 

6= (God told Abimelech in a dream about his 

potential adultery sin. Abraham failed but 

God always protected His plan of the 

Messiah through Abraham and Sarah as 

previously God promised. We may fail but 

God always protects His plan, such as 

Haman’s plot to kill all Jews who was 

blocked by Mordecai and Esther Esther 

4:162 ) 

 

11=Q2 (Abraham explained why he did not 

disclose his wife identity because 

Abimelech surely would kill Abraham.  

Abraham quickly assumed Abimelech 

definitely as a killer of Abraham. In this case, 

Abraham should have taken a slow speaker 

to Abimelech during prayer to God who 

neither slumbers nor sleeps. If so, God 

would have given a wise answer or silence 

to him. After Abraham received the 

covenant about Abraham & Sarah’s seed 

from God, he failed through the work of flesh 

– taking Hagar as his wife and begetting 

Ishmael, a half lie to Pharaoh, and here a 

half lie to Abimelech. God did not show him 

in a punishing way but God revealed his 

fleshly things which are displeasing God 

and in a way to reveal the next area where 

God will work in his life. Abraham later 

attempted to offer Isaac to God according to 

 
1 Gen 11:27-29 This is the genealogy of Terah: Terah begot Abram, Nahor, and Haran. Haran begot Lot. 28 And Haran 

died before his father Terah in his native land, in Ur of the Chaldeans. 29 Then Abram and Nahor took wives: the name 
of Abram’s wife was Sarai, and the name of Nahor’s wife, Milcah, the daughter of Haran the father of Milcah and the 
father of Iscah; Gen 12:11-15 And it came to pass, when he was close to entering Egypt, that he said to Sarai his 
wife, “Indeed I know that you are a woman of beautiful countenance. 12 Therefore it will happen, when the Egyptians 
see you, that they will say, ‘This is his wife’; and they will kill me, but they will let you live. 13 Please say 
you are my sister, that it may be well with me for your sake, and that I may live because of you.” 14 So it was, when 
Abram came into Egypt, that the Egyptians saw the woman, that she was very beautiful. 15 The princes of Pharaoh 
also saw her and commended her to Pharaoh. And the woman was taken to Pharaoh’s house; Psalm 51:3-4  For I 
acknowledge my transgressions, And my sin is always before me. 4 Against You, You only, have I sinned, And 
done this evil in Your sight— That You may be found just when You speak, And blameless when You judge; 1 John 
1:9  If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.  
2 Esther 4:16 Go, gather all the Jews who are present in Shushan, and fast for me; neither eat nor drink for three days, 

night or day. My maids and I will fast likewise. And so I will go to the king, which is against the law; and if I perish, I 
perish!” 
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he restored Sarah his wife to him. 15 And 
Abimelech said, “See, my land is before you; dwell 
where it pleases you.” 16 Then to Sarah he said, 
“Behold, I have given your brother a 
thousand pieces of silver; indeed this vindicates 
you before all who are with you and before 
everybody.” Thus she was rebuked. 
17 So Abraham prayed to God; and God healed 
Abimelech, his wife, and his female servants. Then 
they bore children; 18 for the Lord had closed up all 
the wombs of the house of Abimelech because of 
Sarah, Abraham’s wife.

1And the Lord visited Sarah as He had said, and 
the Lord did for Sarah as He had spoken. 2 For 
Sarah conceived and bore Abraham a son in his 
old age, at the set time of which God had spoken 
to him.

And 

look for a way to reveal the next area where 

God will work in your life by the Spirit. God’s 

silence for your sin is neither disinterest nor 

approval of the sin but God is waiting for 

your confession and next step forward 

according to the Spirit.  James 1:19; Phil 

4:13; Psalm 121:4; Gen 22:12; Gen 15:5; 

17:15-163) 

 

17= (Abraham as a prophet in verse 7 

prayed to God for Abimelech’s healing to

3 James 1:19 So then, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath; Phil 4:13  I 

can do all things through Christ who strengthens me; Psalm 121:4 Behold, He who keeps Israel 
Shall neither slumber nor sleep. Gen 22:12 And He said, “Do not lay your hand on the lad, or do anything to him; for now 
I know that you fear God, since you have not withheld your son, your only son, from Me.” Gen 15:5 Then He brought 
him outside and said, “Look now toward heaven, and count the stars if you are able to number them.” And He said to 
him, “So shall your descendants be; Gen 17:15-16  Then God said to Abraham, “As for Sarai your wife, you shall not 
call her name Sarai, but [a]Sarah shall be her name. 16 And I will bless her and also give you a son by her; then I will 
bless her, and she shall be a mother of nations; kings of peoples shall be from her.

Paul symbolically 

explained to cast out the bondwoman and 

her son because the son of the bondwoman 

shall not be heir with the son of the 

freewoman, and exhorted you to cast out 

your life after the flesh but to put on your life 

after the Spirit because those who live after 

the flesh will not inherit with those who live 

after the Spirit. Gen 15:4-6; Gal 4:30-316 )

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
