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“False Report”  Exodus 22-23    1/12/25 
Today, we’d like to see the title of “False Report”  in Exodus 22-23. 

To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d like to suggest 

the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos are watchable upon the click on the

Q1.  In  22:18,  “You shall not permit a sorceress to live,” what does it mean in the 
Scripture?  And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 23:1, “You shall not circulate a false report. Do not put your hand with the wicked 
to be an unrighteous witness,” what does it mean?  And how can we apply it to our 
present lives? 

Q3. In 23:17 “Three times in the year all your males shall appear before the Lord God,” 
what does it mean in the context? And what can we learn from here?  

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

In the last time of Exodus 21:33-36,“And if a man opens a pit, or if a man digs a pit and 
does not cover it, and an ox or a donkey falls in it, 34 the owner of the pit shall 
make it good; he shall give money to their owner, but the dead animal shall be his. 35 “If 
one man’s ox hurts another’s, so that it dies, then they shall sell the live ox and divide the 
money from it; and the dead ox they shall also divide. 36 Or if it was known that the ox 
tended to thrust in time past, and its owner has not kept it confined, he shall surely pay 
ox for ox, and the dead animal shall be his own,” If an animal falls in an opened pit and is 
dead, the owner will fix the pit, pay to the dead animal’s owner for its full price, and own 
the dead animal. If an ox kills another ox, the owners shall sell the live ox and divide the 
sold money as well as the dead ox. But If the former owner knows his vicious ox 
previously, he shall pay the full price for the dead ox to the dead ox’s owner and own the 
dead ox.  In the time of OT, it was equally fair and just law, revealing just God, But God’s 
law to His people in NT through Jesus’ grace is different, “in the dispensation of the 
fulness of times” in  Eph 1:7-10.

These chapters 22 & 23  describe various Mosaic laws which God made to Israelites 
through Moses according to God’s purpose of your mostly love for God and your love 
your neighbor as yourself, as Jesus said these two great commandments hang all the 
Law and the Prophets. Also Jesus explained who your neighbor is, in the relationship 
between you and a needy person around you in the Good Samaritan parable. We as 
Christians are God’s instruments through which God might reach the needy world around 
us by the Spirit, as His love the fruit of the Spirit overflows or bears much fruit from us to 
touch their lives.     Deu 6:5; Lev 19:18;  Mat 22:37-40; Luke 10:30-37; John 15:51 

 
1 Deu 6:5 You shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your strength.; Lev 
19:18  You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the children of your people, but you shall love your 
neighbor as yourself: I am the Lord.;  Mat 22:37-40 Jesus said to him, “‘You shall love the Lord your God with all your 
heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.’ 38 This is the first and great commandment. 39 And the second is like 
it: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ 40 On these two commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.”; Luke 
10:30-37 Then Jesus answered and said: “A certain man went down from Jerusalem to Jericho, and fell among thieves, 
who stripped him of his clothing, wounded him, and departed, leaving him half dead. 31 Now by chance a certain priest 
came down that road. And when he saw him, he passed by on the other side. 32 Likewise a Levite, when he arrived at 
the place, came and looked, and passed by on the other side. 33 But a certain Samaritan, as he journeyed, came where

7 “If a man delivers to his neighbor money or articles to 
keep, and it is stolen out of the man’s house, if the thief 
is found, he shall pay double. 8 If the thief is not found, 
then the master of the house shall be brought to 
the judges to see whether he has put his hand into his 
neighbor’s goods. 

9 “For any kind of trespass, whether it concerns an ox, 
a donkey, a sheep, or clothing, or for any kind of lost 
thing which another claims to be his, the cause of both 
parties shall come before the judges; and whomever 
the judges condemn shall pay double to his 
neighbor. 10 If a man delivers to his neighbor a donkey, 
an ox, a sheep, or any animal to keep, and it dies, is 
hurt, or driven away, no one seeing it,

15 If its 
owner was with it, he shall not make it good; if 
it was hired, it came for its hire. 

16 “If a man entices a virgin who is not betrothed, and 
lies with her, he shall surely pay the bride-price for 
her to be his wife. 17 If her father utterly refuses to give 
her to him, he shall pay money according to the bride-
price of virgins. 

18 “You shall not permit a sorceress to live. 19 “Whoever 
lies with an animal shall surely be put to death. 

20 “He who sacrifices to any god, except to 
the Lord only, he shall be utterly destroyed. 

21 “You shall neither mistreat a stranger nor oppress 
him, for you were strangers in the land of Egypt.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
