“The 2"4 Census in the Wilderness” Numbers 25-26 1/19/25

Today, we’d like to see the title of “The 2" Census in Wilderness” in Numbers 25-26.
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d like to suggest

the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos are watchable upon the click on the
website . ).

Q1. In 25:1, “Now Israel remained in Acacia Grove, and the people began to commit
harlotry with the women of Moab,” what did Balaam work from here? And what can we
learn from here?

Q2. In 25:11, “Phinehas the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, has turned back
My wrath from the children of Israel, because he was zealous with My zeal among
them, so that | did not consume the children of Israel in My zeal,” what does it mean in
the context? And how can we apply it to our lives?

Q3. In 26:2, 65 “?Take a census of all the congregation of the children of Israel from
twenty years old and above, by their fathers’ houses, all who are able to go to war in
Israel,” and “ % For the Lord had said of them, ‘They shall surely die in the wilderness.’
So there was not left a man of them, except Caleb the son of Jephunneh and Joshua
the son of Nun,” explain compared with the 15t census? And what can we learn from
here?

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)

In the last time of Numbers 24:25, “So Balaam rose and departed and returned to his
place; Balak also went his way,” Balak the king of Moab bribed Balaam to curse Israelites
because of Numbers 22:2-4, “Now Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done
to the Amorites. 3And Moab was exceedingly afraid of the people because
they were many, and Moab was sick with dread because of the children of Israel. 4 So
Moab said to the elders of Midian, ‘Now this company will lick up everything around us,
as an ox licks up the grass of the field.” And Balak the son of Zippor was king of the
Moabites at that time,” but Balaam instead blessed Israelites for a while according to the
Lord’s instruction from chapters 22-24.

Note: the Old Testament has much more narratives than the New Testament but we
observe all things of the Scripture, by listening or reading, with explanation of some
difficult things for our understanding to grow faith by the Spirit because of Jesus’ great
commission in Matthew 28:19-20, “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: ?° Teaching them to
observe all things whatsoever | have commanded you: and, lo, | am with you always,
even unto the end of the world. Amen.” To understand the tribes in the 2" census, the
“Jacob’s children” and the “division of the promised land” are attached below.

Balaam stumbled Israelites to commit
the harlotry with Moab women as a
practice of Baal idol worship at Peor,
which was the trespass against Him or
idolatry for greedy profit or unrighteous
wages. Here, we can learn we should
watch and pray lest we be tempted
because our weak flesh, following His
direction. Numbers 31:16; Rev 2:14;
Jude 1:11; 2 Peter 2:15; Mat 26:411)

harlotry, followed by 24,000 death in the
plague. See verse 14.)

11=Q2 (Phinehas’ killing the couple the
offenders presented God’s wrath, Most
wrath comes from flesh because the
outburst of wrath is one of the works of
the flesh against the Spirit's work. But
rarely wrath comes from the Spirit in the
clear case against God. For example,
Moses’ anger was hot at his sight of
golden calf worship, casting away the
tablets of 10 commandments at the foot
of mountain, showing a righteous wrath,
while Moses stroke the rock with the
rod twice for water to murmuring
people, which was against God’s
direction to gather people and point to
the rock with the rod, showing the flesh
wrath into God’s punishment to prohibit
his entering the promised land. In
Jesus’ cleaning temple, His rebuking of
“a den of thieves” would express a
wrath, i.e., a righteous wrath or divine
wrath. So, we can apply from here to
our life as mostly it's slow to wrath
toward no flesh wrath but rarely toward
a righteous wrath to rebuke a clear
case against God by the Spirit 5:19-20;
Ex 32:19; Num 20:8-12; Mat 21:12-13;
James 1:19; 2 Tim 4:22)

I want to let you know that as we begin this
project, we cannot send you a biography and photo of
a specific child. Once we have children in our care, we
will send you information about a child for whom you
can pray. So please consider joining us in the rescue of
these children.

Hopefully, in time, we will have the ability to facilitate
adoptions. It would be my heart’s desire that the homes
would be a place of love until we can find a family that
will care for these children.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH?

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t
matter. It's something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH
go, let God."

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7)
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47).

Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth”
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian,
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26).
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9).
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a
homeless person’'s 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation,
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact,
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" --
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18).

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40%
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful,
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2
Cor 6:10).

The men then share God's
Word, and many soldiers get saved. I am not sure if the
officers that Luke and I met with are truly saved, but both
were very respectful. At the end of our conversation,
the senior officer asked how I would motivate his men
as their military is very demoralized.

At this moment in our conversation, I knew this

they could relate to. I said that at the futuré chaplain
training school there would be a large aquarium, and,
on the bottom, there would be a sunken battleship
with the word Moskva on it.

When T first met Tirza in Russia, it was probably
in 1994. She was from the Dutch office of a sister
organization, and I was leading a team into the Russian
prisons. At that time, I never thought that she would
still be in my life 30 years later. When we met, Tirza
spoke six languages and worked harder than any two
men on my team. Today, she speaks
12 languages. She began working as an
assistant to the director of the Dutch
office right out of high school and had
always worked for minimum wage so

as not to be a burden to the ministry. ——— 3=

her husband, Hans, have been married for 37
years, as he likes to say, because they love each other.
Hans wrote for a newspaper, and they humbly lived
off his salary.

She ar

In the early days in Russia, when I traveled from prison
to prison, it was hard to find food. I would go for weeks
only eating Borsch, a Russian cabbage and beet soup.

And, often, I would only eat twice a day. When I would
return to Moscow after each of my trips, I would run
to the only McDonald’s in the city to find food. Every
month, when I would travel, T would lose at least 20
pounds, but it was never a problem; instead, it was a
great joy.

I often traveled with Mark Piester,

who also worked alongside Tirza in

Holland. Mark, an American, had

worked for years smuggling Bibles

behind the Iron Curtain. He and

——— I would spend days on trains and
buscs going from prison to prison sharing Christ- .
most of the time in the dead of winter. I would stare out
the window for hours, looking at the snow drifts and
Russian countryside, but I loved every minute. I never
felt alone; it was me and the Lord, and 1 will always
remember it as the most enjoyable time of ministry.
Vicky knows the look when she sees me in this state.
She always says, “What part of the world are you

27



planning to conquer next?” I respond back and just say,
“I am lost in my thoughts, Love” But she smiles back
and says, “You might as well tell me” Which makes me
smile at how well she knows her husband. Then I tell
her what I believe is God’s next plan for the ministry.

Once, I got very sick in Russia and could find no
medicine, so I traveled to Holland to stay with Tirza
and Hans, and they took great care of me. The Dutch
climate during winter is always rainy and overcast, but I
did not mind because the rainy weather has always been
my favorite. I stayed in the third-story attic of Tirza
and Han's home. The attic had been turned into a nice
bedroom with a window that I could open at night and
listen to the rain. Tirza made great meals to nurse me
back to health. When I got better, we rode bicycles to
the Dutch office every morning, and we would stop at
a bakery on the way to get something warm. The Dutch
bakeries are the best in the world!

Tirza and Hans have been close friends of mine ever
since. Hans loved American peanut butter, but it was
unavailable in their home country 30 years ago. At the
time, I worked at a food bank in America, and they
would give me whatever food I wanted to give away.
Back then, I had no money, but KLM Airlines would
allow me to take two 75-pound boxes with me, so

had a heart attack at age 63 and went home to be with
the Lord. It was a shock to all of us, and the Dutch office
is having to deal with such a great loss.

Tirza shared with me that in Burma, the Junta Army is
attacking and killing the Karen, Karenni, and Kachin
Christian people.

But the game the soldiers love is the rape of Christian
women, often in front of their husband. Many women
have been raped by as many as 20 men to the point they
pass out and wake up naked hours later to find that
their husband was killed during the rape.

One commander raped a woman and then told 20 of
his men that if they did not also rape her, he would kill
them; the men did as ordered. When she was finally
released, the woman went home and told her husband
what happened. He was not a good man and kicked her
out of the house. Because she was in so much despair,
she took her own life.
