Q1. In 1:2-3, “And the Lord said, ‘Judah shall go up. Indeed | have delivered the land
into his hand.” 3 So Judah said to Simeon his brother, ‘Come up with me to my allotted
territory, that we may fight against the Canaanites; and | will likewise go with you to your
allotted territory.” And Simeon went with him” what does it mean? And what can we
learn from here?

Q2. In 2:3-4, “Therefore | also said, ‘| will not drive them out before you; but they shall
be thorns in your side, and their gods shall be a snare to you.” 4 So it was, when the
Angel of the Lord spoke these words to all the children of Israel, that the people lifted up
their voices and wept,” what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our lives?

Q3. In 2:10 “When all that generation had been gathered to their fathers, another
generation arose after them who did not know the Lord nor the work which He had done
for Israel,” what does it mean? And what can we learn from here?

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)

The 12 judges in the Book of Judges with tribe parcels (Judges 2:18)
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After Joshua’s death in 1375 BC, God raised up judges for Israel’'s Spiritual revival in

1 Judges 2:18 And when the Lord raised up judges for them, the Lord was with the judge and delivered them out of the
hand of their enemies all the days of the judge; for the Lord was moved to pity by their groaning because of those who
oppressed them and harassed them.
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the time of spiritual decline and the servitude under their enemies, during over 300
years in a theocracy. The 12 judges in the Book of Judges, if we consider Barak as
Deborah’s assistant, and in 1 Samuel 1:12, 28, 2 other judges, Eli and Samuel, were
raised up to lead the entire nation by God before the monarchy of Saul in 1050 BC
(Exodus 1446 BC; Israelites Enter Canaan 1406 BC; Judges Begin 1375 BC; Saul King 1050 BC).

Hebron was formerly Kirjath Arba.) And they killed
Sheshai, Ahiman, and Talmai. ! From there they

promised land or Canaan land, were
called as the Canaanites; They lived in
many  city-states as  Philistines,
Amalekites, Jebusites, Amorites, etc.)

2-3=Q1 (God gave the promise to
Judah tribe, whose representative was
now Caleb in verse 12, to go up with
the land to be delivered in his hand, but
he immediately asked Simeon tribe’s
representative, showing his lack of faith
as he did what was right in his own
eyes. See Judah parcel adjacent to
Simeon parcel in the above map. He
immediately turned and relied on the
flesh rather than relying upon the word
of God, the promise of God, and going
in and claiming to that which God has
promised. Immediately he should have
asked the Lord for His further direction
rather than he turned immediately to the
arm of flesh for help or for strength
Judges 17:62)

6-7=(Adoni-Bezek’s thumbs and toes
were cut off as he had cut off 70 kings’
thumbs and toes, showing he reaped
whatever he sowed. If we sow to the
spirit rather than the flesh, we will reap
the fruit of the Spirit the Agape love
such as joy, peace, longsuffering,
kindness, goodness, faithfulness, etc.,
incorruptible fruit rater than corruptible
fruit. i.e., incorruptible fruit becomes
everlasting with the everlasting life. Gal
6:7-8%)

Nevertheless the inhabitants of Beth
Shemesh and Beth Anath were put under tribute to
them.

33= (Naphtali tribe in a north parcel like
other tribes did not totally wipe out the
enemies but received tribute from them.
God warned previously that they would
be irritants in your eyes and thorns in
your sides as harassers. See 2:3,
“thorns in your side, and their gods
shall be a snare to you.” In order to
come into the full, rich life in the Spirit,
we have to gain victory over the flesh
life because these two are opposed to
each other, the flesh lusts against the
Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh.
Here cohabitation between Naphtali
and the inhabitants of Beth Shemesh
and Beth Anath was unequal yoke
together as we should avoid in Christ
who strengthens us. Numbers 33:55;
Gal 5:17; 2 Cor 6:14-15")

7 Numbers 33:55 But if you do not drive out the inhabitants of the land from before you, then it shall be that those whom
you let remain shall be irritants in your eyes and thorns in your sides, and they shall harass you in the land where you
dwell.; Gal 5:17 For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and these are contrary to one
another, so that you do not do the things that you wish; 2 Cor 6:14-15 Do not be unequally yoked together with
unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion has light with
darkness? ' And what accord has Christ with Belial? Or what part has a believer with an unbeliever?
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34 And the Amorites forced the children of Dan into
the mountains, for they would not allow them to come
down to the valley; 3° and the Amorites were
determined to dwell in Mount Heres, in Aijalon, and
in Shaalbim; yet when the strength of the house of
Joseph became greater, they were put under tribute.

And if you can give far more because
of how God has blessed you, we welcome the gift and
assure you that these funds will be used solely for this
project. I want to let you know that as we begin this
project, we cannot send you a biography and photo of
a specific child. Once we have children in our care, we
will send you information about a child for whom you
can pray. So please consider joining us in the rescue of
these children.

Hopefully, in time, we will have the ability to facilitate
adoptions. It would be my heart’s desire that the homes
would be a place of love until we can find a family that
will care for these children.

the price from $180,000 to $140,000. We have raised the
complete amount to purchase the property so that the
next phase will be the construction of the first dorm for
100 children.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH?

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t
matter. It's something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH
go, let God."

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7)
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever -
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39;
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth”
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian,
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26).
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9).
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a
homeless person’'s 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation,
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact,
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" --
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18).

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40%
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful,
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2
Cor 6:10).

I have never had a project weigh so heavily on my
heart as to the need for caring for abandoned and
handicapped children.

In Ukraine, there are no homes for abandoned or
handicapped children.

When T first met Tirza in Russia, it was probably
in 1994. She was from the Dutch office of a sister
organization, and I was leading a team into the Russian
prisons. At that time, I never thought that she would
still be in my life 30 years later. When we met, Tirza
spoke six languages and worked harder than any two
men on my team. Today, she speaks
12 languages. She began working as an
assistant to the director of the Dutch
office right out of high school and had
always worked for minimum wage so

as not to be a burden to the ministry. ——— 3=

her husband, Hans, have been married for 37
years, as he likes to say, because they love each other.
Hans wrote for a newspaper, and they humbly lived
off his salary.

In the early days in Russia, when I traveled from prison
to prison, it was hard to find food. I would go for weeks
only eating Borsch, a Russian cabbage and beet soup.

And, often, I would only eat twice a day. When I would
return to Moscow after each of my trips, I would run
to the only McDonald’s in the city to find food. Every
month, when I would travel, T would lose at least 20
pounds, but it was never a problem; instead, it was a
great joy.

I often traveled with Mark Piester,

who also worked alongside Tirza in

Holland. Mark, an American, had

worked for years smuggling Bibles

behind the Iron Curtain. He and

——— I would spend days on trains and
buscs going from prison to prison sharing Christ- .
most of the time in the dead of winter. I would stare out
the window for hours, looking at the snow drifts and
Russian countryside, but I loved every minute. I never
felt alone; it was me and the Lord, and 1 will always
remember it as the most enjoyable time of ministry.
Vicky knows the look when she sees me in this state.
She always says, “What part of the world are you
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planning to conquer next?” I respond back and just say,
“I am lost in my thoughts, Love” But she smiles back
and says, “You might as well tell me” Which makes me
smile at how well she knows her husband. Then I tell
her what I believe is God’s next plan for the ministry.

Once, I got very sick in Russia and could find no
medicine, so I traveled to Holland to stay with Tirza
and Hans, and they took great care of me. The Dutch
climate during winter is always rainy and overcast, but I
did not mind because the rainy weather has always been
my favorite. I stayed in the third-story attic of Tirza
and Han's home. The attic had been turned into a nice
bedroom with a window that I could open at night and
listen to the rain. Tirza made great meals to nurse me
back to health. When I got better, we rode bicycles to
the Dutch office every morning, and we would stop at
a bakery on the way to get something warm. The Dutch
bakeries are the best in the world!

Tirza and Hans have been close friends of mine ever
since. Hans loved American peanut butter, but it was
unavailable in their home country 30 years ago. At the
time, I worked at a food bank in America, and they
would give me whatever food I wanted to give away.
Back then, I had no money, but KLM Airlines would
allow me to take two 75-pound boxes with me, so
