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“A Still Small Voice”  1 Kings 19:1-21     2/23/25 
Today, we’d like to see the title of “A Still Small Voice”  in 1 Kings 19:1-21. 

To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d like to suggest 

the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos are watchable upon the click on the

Q1.  In  verse 3, “And when he saw that, he arose and ran for his life, and went to 
Beersheba, which belongs to Judah, and left his servant there,“ explain Elijah’s running 
in the context?  And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In verse 12,  “and after the earthquake a fire, but the Lord was not in the fire; and 
after the fire a still small voice,” what does it mean?  And how can we apply it to our 
lives? 

Q3. In verse 21, “So Elisha turned back from him, and took a yoke of oxen and 
slaughtered them and boiled their flesh, using the oxen’s equipment, and gave it to the 
people, and they ate. Then he arose and followed Elijah, and became his servant,”  
explain Elisha’s conduct in the context? And what can we learn from here?  

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

In the last time, in 1 Kings 18:41-46 -- Then Elijah said to Ahab, “Go up, eat and drink; 
for there is the sound of abundance of rain.” 42 So Ahab went up to eat and drink. And Elijah 
went up to the top of Carmel; then he bowed down on the ground, and put his face between his 
knees, 43 and said to his servant, “Go up now, look toward the sea.” So he went up and looked, 
and said, “There is nothing.” And seven times he said, “Go again.” 44 Then it came to pass the 
seventh time, that he said, “There is a cloud, as small as a man’s hand, rising out of the sea!” 
So he said, “Go up, say to Ahab, ‘Prepare your chariot, and go down before the rain stops you.’ 
” 45 Now it happened in the meantime that the sky became black with clouds and wind, and there 
was a heavy rain. So Ahab rode away and went to Jezreel. 46 Then the hand of the LORD came 
upon Elijah; and he girded up his loins and ran ahead of Ahab to the entrance of Jezreel. – 
Havey rain. Elijah put his face between his knees on the mount Carmel 7 times, probably silent 
& humble prayers. When from the Mediterranean sea, the heaven was black with clouds and 
wind, and there was a great rain. God answered his prayer here after 450 prophets of Baal and  
400 prophets of Asherah who were at the mount Carmel and were killed at the brook of Kishon 
(1 Kings 18:19, 401) by God  through his prayer.  Ahab went to Jezreel, by the Lord’s hand, 
Elijah arrived there earlier than Ahab. There Elijah listened Jezebel’s threatening message in 
this chapter

escape!” So they seized them; and Elijah brought them down to the Brook Kishon and executed 
them there.

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gods do to me, and more also, if I do not 
make your life as the life of one of them by 
tomorrow about this time.”  

3 And when he saw that, he arose and ran for 
his life, and went to Beersheba, 
which belongs to Judah, and left his servant 
there. 

 

 

4 But he himself went a day’s journey into the 
wilderness, and came and sat down under 
a broom tree. And he prayed that he might 
die, and said, “It is enough! Now, Lord, take 
my life, for I am no better than my fathers!” 

 

 

5 Then as he lay and slept under a broom 
tree, suddenly an angel touched him, and 
said to him, “Arise and eat.” 6 Then he 
looked, and there by his head was a cake 
baked on coals, and a jar of water. So he ate 
and drank, and lay down again. 7 And 
the angel of the Lord came back the second 
time, and touched him, and said, 
“Arise and eat, because the journey is too 
great for you.”  

 

 

 
 
3=Q1 (After hearing of Jezebel’s threatening life 
message, Elija ran for his life. Here Elijah was a 
man with a nature like ours. God is righteous and 
so all His ways are righteous. A righteous man’s 
effective and fervent prayer avails much as Elijah 
did the 2 great Spiritual victories – heavy rain & 
killing Baal and Asherah prophets. But now he was 
not so. Whoever lives by faith is the righteous 
person or the just person. Now Elijah was running 
away from Jezebel in the fear of the loss of his life, 
not walking by faith but by flesh.  Even if we are 
threatened of our life, we better still walk by faith in 
the Lord Jesus Christ. James 5:16-17; Psalm 
145:17; Rom 1:16-172 ) 
 
4= (Elijah went a day’s journey into the 
wilderness…he might die….take my life… no better 
than my fathers!, showing his fear.  Fear has two 
kinds of fear – one is fleshly fear, the fear 
controlled by flesh. The other is holy fear, the fear 
controlled by the Spirit. When Agape love the fruit 
of the Spirit is not found in the fear, it is fleshly fear. 
When you honor God the Father of Jesus, it is holy 
fear. E.g.. It's discovered whoever fears God loves 
God, His words, or His ministers.  But the flesh fear 
is a sign of a lack of faith, causing discouragement 
and despair..   1 John 4:18; Prov 9:103 ) 
 
5= (An angel touched Elijah and said to him, Arise 
and eat the baked cake, like Jesus called His 
disciples to come and eat breakfast at the sea of 
Galilee. God’s ways to work is not confined to one 
particular way. This is the problem of alleged 
denominations rather than suggested 
denominations.  God’s thoughts are not our 
thoughts. God’s ways are not our ways, because 
heavens are higher than the earth, His ways higher 
than our ways, and His thoughts are higher than 
our thoughts. God’s thoughts are more in number 
than the sand. The Lord may heal the blind with 
clay, his saliva, and washing in the pool of Siloam. 
And the Lord may heal the paralytic by His word 
alone to arise and take up your bed and go to your 
house. Because our Lord is Almighty, whatever 
ways He wants, the Lord can work for His glory.  
Often, we look at a situation, we try to analyze and 
figure out the answer. Then, we are prone to pray 
that God will follow our instructions. Is God your 
strong assistant rather than master?  When we 
look at a situation, you ask the Lord’s solution. 
Often times God has a much simpler answer 

 
2 James 5:16-17 Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be healed. The 
effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much. 17 Elijah was a man with a nature like ours, and he prayed 
earnestly that it would not rain; and it did not rain on the land for three years and six months; Psalm 145:17 
The Lord is righteous in all His ways, Gracious in all His works; Rom 1:16-17 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of 
Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the 
Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 
3 1 John 4:18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who fears 
has not been made perfect in love; Prov 9:10 The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom, 
And the knowledge of the Holy One is understanding.

8 So he arose, and ate and drank; and he 
went in the strength of that food forty days 
and forty nights as far as Horeb, the 
mountain of God. 9 And there he went into a 
cave, and spent the night in that place; and 
behold, the word of the Lord came to him, 
and He said to him, “What are you doing 
here, Elijah?”  

10 So he said, “I have been very zealous for 
the Lord God of hosts; for the children of 
Israel have forsaken Your covenant, torn 
down Your altars, and killed Your prophets 
with the sword. I alone am left; and they seek 
to take my life.” 11 Then He said, “Go out, and 
stand on the mountain before the Lord.” And 
behold, the Lord passed by, and a great and 
strong wind tore into the mountains and 
broke the rocks in pieces before 
the Lord, but the Lord was not in the wind; 
and after the wind an 
earthquake, but the Lord was not in the 
earthquake;  

 

through (1) God’s glory; (2) an applicable written 
word of God; and (3) an opened door/situation.  
Yes, the Lord is our master!   John 21:12-13; Isaiah 
55:8-9; Psalm 139:17-18; John 9:6-7; Mat 9:64 ) 
 
8= (Elijah went down to Mount Horeb or Sinai 
where the tablets of the covenant, the 10 
commandments, “(1) no other gods; (2) no making 
idols……,” for 40 days and 40 nights without 
additional food. 40 is a symbol of suffering or 
testing. Jesus also did fasting during 40 days and 
40 nights in the wilderness. The fasting represents 
to dedicate to God fully and to make yourself 
humble. Jesus was transfigured and met Moses, 
Elijah together on likely mount Tabor in the 5 miles 
or 8 km of Nazareth in the East bound.  Deu 9:9; 
Ex 20:3-5; Mat 4:1-2; Mat 17:1-35 ) 
 
10= (“I alone am left.” Elijah thought himself that he 
was only one remaining faithful prophet or minister, 
based upon his knowledge – the children of Israel 
forsook His covenant, his known prophets were 
killed, and they were seeking to take his life. See 
verse 18). 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
4 John 21:12-13  Jesus said to them, “Come and eat breakfast.” Yet none of the disciples dared ask Him, “Who are 
You?”—knowing that it was the Lord. 13 Jesus then came and took the bread and gave it to them, and likewise the 
fish; Isaiah 55:8-9 “For My thoughts are not your thoughts, Nor are your ways My ways,” says the Lord. 
9 “For as the heavens are higher than the earth, So are My ways higher than your ways, And My thoughts than your 
thoughts.; Psalm 139:17-18 How precious also are Your thoughts to me, O God! How great is the sum of them! 
18 If I should count them, they would be more in number than the sand; When I awake, I am still with You.;    John 9:6-
7  When He had said these things, He spat on the ground and made clay with the saliva; and He anointed the eyes of 
the blind man with the clay. 7 And He said to him, “Go, wash in the pool of Siloam” (which is translated, Sent). So he 
went and washed, and came back seeing; Mat 9:6 But that you may know that the Son of Man has power on earth to 
forgive sins”—then He said to the paralytic, “Arise, take up your bed, and go to your house.” 
5 Deu 9:9  When I went up into the mountain to receive the tablets of stone, the tablets of the covenant which 
the Lord made with you, then I stayed on the mountain forty days and forty nights. I neither ate bread nor drank 
water;  Ex 20:3-5 You shall have no other gods before Me.4 “You shall not make for yourself a carved image—any 
likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the 
earth; 5 you shall not bow down to them nor serve them. For I, the Lord your God, am a jealous God, visiting the 
iniquity of the fathers upon the children to the third and fourth generations of those who hate Me; Mat 4:1-
2  Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. 2 And when He had fasted forty 
days and forty nights, afterward He was hungry; Mat 17:1-3 Now after six days Jesus took Peter, James, and John 
his brother, led them up on a high mountain by themselves; 2 and He was transfigured before them. His face shone 
like the sun, and His clothes became as white as the light. 3 And behold, Moses and Elijah appeared to them, talking 
with Him 
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12 and after the earthquake a 
fire, but the Lord was not in the fire; and after 
the fire a still small voice. 

13 So it was, when Elijah heard it, that he 
wrapped his face in his mantle and went out 
and stood in the entrance of the 
cave. Suddenly a voice came to him, and 
said, “What are you doing here, Elijah?” 

14 And he said, “I have been very zealous for 
the Lord God of hosts; because the children 
of Israel have forsaken Your covenant, torn 
down Your altars, and killed Your prophets 
with the sword. I alone am left; and they seek 
to take my life.” 

15 Then the Lord said to him: “Go, return on 
your way to the Wilderness of 
Damascus; and when you arrive, anoint 
Hazael as king over Syria.  

16 Also you shall anoint Jehu the son of 
Nimshi as king over Israel. And Elisha the 
son of Shaphat of Abel Meholah you shall 
anoint as prophet in your place.  

 

 

17 It shall be that whoever escapes the sword 
of Hazael, Jehu will kill; and whoever 
escapes the sword of Jehu, Elisha will kill. 

 
 
 
12= Q2 (Elijah heard of a still small voice. 
Emotional experience such as noisy/visual  
conferences is not necessary of a Spiritually 
sensitive person or a heart changing experience. 
When your soul and spirit are tuned to hear the still 
small voice of the Spirit whose sword is the word of 
God, you may hear of it in your heart. The voice is 
not necessary of the physical realm but of the 
Spiritual realm. Note capital “S” represents against 
other devil spirits’ realm. 1 Thes 5:23; Eph 6:176 ) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
15= (When you are often running in the opposite 
direction from which God wants you to go, God 
says, “Get back work.” Jeremiah did not want to 
work but God said, “Get back to work.” I.e., simply 
do God’s work. Here, God said, return on your 
ways to Damascus the capital city of Syria to 
anoint Hazel as king over Syria for external 
judgment against Ahab the evil king of Israel and 
his wife Jezebel who worshipped Baal and Ashera 
into apostasy of Israel Jer 1:6-77) 
 
16=(God called Elijah the 2nd anointing upon Jehu 
the next king of Ahab for internal judgment against 
Ahab, Jezebel, and their family members. Later 
Elisha the successor of Elijah anointed Jehu as the 
next king through one of the sons of the prophets, 
likely a student of the prophet school, in order to 
strike down the house of Ahab his master. And the 
3rd anointing upon Elisha his successor was called 
to Elijah by God..    2 Kings 9:1,6,78 ) 
 
 
17= (The house of Ahab will be completely 
destroyed through Hazael, Jehu, and Elisha.) 
 
 
 

 
6 1 Thes 5:23  Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be 
preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ; Eph 6:17  And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword 
of the Spirit, which is the word of God. 
7 Jer 1:6-7 Then said I: “Ah, Lord God! Behold, I cannot speak, for I am a youth.” 7 But the Lord said to me: 
“Do not say, ‘I am a youth,’ For you shall go to all to whom I send you, And whatever I command you, you shall speak. 
8 2 Kings 9:1,6,7 1 And Elisha the prophet called one of the sons of the prophets, and said to him, “Get yourself ready, 
take this flask of oil in your hand, and go to Ramoth Gilead. 6 Then he arose and went into the house. And he poured 
the oil on his head, and said to him, “Thus says the Lord God of Israel: ‘I have anointed you king over the people of 
the Lord, over Israel. 7 You shall strike down the house of Ahab your master, that I may avenge the blood of My 
servants the prophets, and the blood of all the servants of the Lord, at the hand of Jezebel. 
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18 Yet I have reserved seven thousand in 
Israel, all whose knees have not bowed to 
Baal, and every mouth that has not kissed 
him.” 

 

 

19 So he departed from there, and found 
Elisha the son of Shaphat, 
who was plowing with twelve yoke of 
oxen before him, and he was with the twelfth. 
Then Elijah passed by him and threw 
his mantle on him. 20 And he left the oxen 
and ran after Elijah, and said, “Please let me 
kiss my father and my mother, and then I will 
follow you.” 

And he said to him, “Go back again, for what 
have I done to you?” 

21 So Elisha turned back from him, and took a 
yoke of oxen and slaughtered them 
and boiled their flesh, using the oxen’s 
equipment, and gave it to the people, and 
they ate. Then he arose and followed Elijah, 
and became his servant. 

 

 
 
18= (Elijah thought by himself he was only one 
remaining faithful minister in verse 10. But beyond 
his knowledge or understanding, God reserved 
7,000 faithful remnants, not bowing to Baal, nor 
kissing/being loyal to the Baal. Even we live in the 
midst of apostasy in the U.S.A., but here are His 
faithful remnants even if we don’t know them. So, 
though none go with me, still I will follow You. 
Beyond my knowledge, there must be faithful 
remnants God preserves. ) 
 
 
 
19=(Elisha was plowing 12 yoke of oxen, with 6 
oxen, showing a farmer. When Elijah threw his 
mantle on Elisha, he expressed his intention to 
make Elisha his successor prophet because the 
mantle was important then to protect a body from 
cold, to use it as a bed, a seat, or a luggage. Later 
when Elijah moved into heaven, he left his mantle. 
Then Elisha took the mantle of Elijah, completing 
the succession. Note when God called Elijah into 
heaven, his ministry was over. Moses, Joshua, etc. 
too. Since God calls a person to minister for His 
kingdom, God calls the person to end the ministry 
on the earth into heaven. 2 Kings 2:11-149 ) 
 
 
 
 
 
21=Q3 (Elisha said farewell to his parents and 
gave up his farmer job, following Elijah as his 
servant. Elisha would have been trained by Elijah 
how to deliver God’s word to people, as the duty of 
prophet.  Here, they ate the slaughtered oxen, 
likely after a peace offering of thanks to the Lord.    
Elisha was like Peter and Andrew who left his nets 
and followed Jesus upon His calling. It is shown for 
full devotion to the Lord. Mat 4:18-20; Lev 3:110 ) 
 

 

 
 
Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 

 
9 2 Kings 2:11-14 Then it happened, as they continued on and talked, that suddenly a chariot of fire appeared with 
horses of fire, and separated the two of them; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven. 
12 And Elisha saw it, and he cried out, “My father, my father, the chariot of Israel and its horsemen!” So he saw him no 
more. And he took hold of his own clothes and tore them into two pieces. 13 He also took up the mantle of Elijah that 
had fallen from him, and went back and stood by the bank of the Jordan. 14 Then he took the mantle of Elijah that had 
fallen from him, and struck the water, and said, “Where is the Lord God of Elijah?” And when he also had struck the 
water, it was divided this way and that; and Elisha crossed over. 
 
10 Mat 4:18-20  And Jesus, walking by the Sea of Galilee, saw two brothers, Simon called Peter, and Andrew his 
brother, casting a net into the sea; for they were fishermen. 19 Then He said to them, “Follow Me, and I will make you 
fishers of men.” 20 They immediately left their nets and followed Him; Lev 3:1 When his offering is a sacrifice of a 
peace offering, if he offers it of the herd, whether male or female, he shall offer it without blemish before the Lord. 
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and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
