Today, we’d like to see the title of “Hezekiah & Manasseh”  in 2 Kings 20-21 
To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d like to suggest 

the 3 expositional Questions. (Maranatha Worship Songs : Videos are watchable upon the click on the

Q1.  In  20:3, “’Remember now, O Lord, I pray, how I have walked before You in truth 
and with a loyal heart, and have done what was good in Your sight,” what was the hope 
after death in the context?  And what can we learn from here?  

Q2. In 20:17,  “‘Behold, the days are coming when all that is in your house, and what 
your fathers have accumulated until this day, shall be carried to Babylon; nothing shall 
be left,’ says the Lord,” why did it so in the Scripture?  And how can we apply it to our 
lives? 

Q3. In 21:6, “Also he made his son pass through the fire, practiced soothsaying, used 
witchcraft, and consulted spiritists and mediums. He did much evil in the sight of 
the Lord, to provoke Him to anger,”  explain Manasseh’s conduct in the context? And 
what can we learn from here?  

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

In the last time, in 2 Kings 19:35-37, “And it came to pass on a certain night that 
the angel of the LORD went out, and killed in the camp of the Assyrians one hundred 
and eighty-five thousand; and when people arose early in the morning, there were the 
corpses—all dead. 36 So Sennacherib king of Assyria departed and went away, 
returned home, and remained at Nineveh. 37 Now it came to pass, as he was worshiping 
in the temple of Nisroch his god, that his sons Adrammelech and Sharezer struck him 
down with the sword; and they escaped into the land of Ararat. Then Esarhaddon his 
son reigned in his place.” The angel of the Lord smote the Assyrian army, 185,000. The 
Assyrian destruction by the power of God against the Assyrians was shown to peoples. 
Sennacherib ran away to Nineveh the capital of Assyria, being assassinated. So, it 
fulfilled the God’s word through Isaiah in verse 19:7. And then other his son Esarhaddon 
replaced his throne

Hezekiah, although Jesus is the way, the truth, and 
the life, and so we had better have peace 
relationship with God only through Jesus.  How 
foolish and how tragic to loss the relationship with 
the Lord?

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3 “Remember now, O Lord, I pray, how I have 
walked before You in truth and with a loyal heart, 
and have done what was good in Your sight.” 
And Hezekiah wept bitterly. 

4 And it happened, before Isaiah had gone out 
into the middle court, that the word of 
the Lord came to him, saying, 5 “Return and tell 
Hezekiah the leader of My people, ‘Thus says 
the Lord, the God of David your father: “I have 
heard your prayer, I have seen your tears; surely 
I will heal you. On the third day you shall go up to 
the house of the Lord. 6 And I will add to your 
days fifteen years. I will deliver you and this city 
from the hand of the king of Assyria; and I will 
defend this city for My own sake, and for the 
sake of My servant David.” ’ ” 

 

 

7 Then Isaiah said, “Take a lump of figs.” So they 
took and laid it on the boil, and he recovered. 

8 And Hezekiah said to Isaiah, “What is the sign 
that the Lord will heal me, and that I shall go up 
to the house of the Lord the third day?” 

 
 
3=Q1 (Isaiah delivered this divine word “near 
death.” Then Hezekiah prayed God who like a lion 
broke him and from day until night made an end of 
him, who mourned like a dove, etc. Believers in OT 
time had not much hope, in the life after death, as 
the resurrection in NT time through Jesus. David 
fasted and wept for the alive child. But after his 
death, David said, “Can I bring him back again?” 
Job also said, “he who goes down to the grave 
does not come up.” Yes, the dead believers in OT 
had been in the Abraham’s bosom or paradise like 
Lazarus, separated in a great gulf from the rich 
man or unbelievers in torment place of Hades, until 
Jesus in NT time came, was dead for us, and was 
resurrected, saying “I am the resurrection, and the 
life. He who believers in Me, though he may die, he 
shall live,”  who had brought up the believers in OT 
time into heaven.  Paul had the hope of 
resurrection during his life as “a desire to depart 
and be with Christ, which is far better,” and 
“earnestly desiring to be clothed with our habitation 
which is from heaven. So, as to us, to live is Christ, 
and to die is gain.”  Isaiah 38:1-3,13,14;  2 Sam 
12:22-23; Job 7:9; Luke 16:22-23; John 11:25; Mat 
27:52-53;  Phil 1:21-23; 2 Cor 5:22 ) 
 
6= (15 years was added to his life.) 
 
7= (Isaiah delivered God’s word to take a lump of 
figs and lay it on the boil, showing Isaiah the 
prophet’s saying in one of various ways and one of 
various ways to heal among God’s thoughts more 
in number than the sand. So, let go, let God. God 
is never confined by a particular way to deliver His 
word only by mouth or to heal only with a lump of 
figs. . Heb 1:1; Ps 139:17-183 ) 
 
8=(He wanted a sign from the Lord, In OT time,  
believers often asked God for a sign. Gideon also

23 And being in torments in Hades, he lifted up his eyes and saw Abraham afar off, and Lazarus 
in his bosom;   John 11:25  Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in Me, though he 
may die, he shall live. Mat 27:52-53  and the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints who had fallen 
asleep were raised; 53 and coming out of the graves after His resurrection, they went into the holy city and appeared 
to many.; Phil 1:21-23 For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain. 22 But if I live on in the flesh, this will mean fruit 
from my labor; yet what I shall choose I cannot tell. 23 For I am hard-pressed between the two, having a desire to 
depart and be with Christ, which is far better; 2 Cor 5:2 For in this we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed with 
our habitation which is from heaven, 
3 Heb 1:1  God, who at various times and in various ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets; Ps 
139:17-18 How precious also are Your thoughts to me, O God! 
How great is the sum of them! 18 If I should count them, they would be more in number than the sand; When I awake, 
I am still with You. 
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9 Then Isaiah said, “This is the sign to you from 
the Lord, that the Lord will do the thing which He 
has spoken: shall the shadow go forward ten 
degrees or go backward ten degrees?” 10 And 
Hezekiah answered, “It is an easy thing for the 
shadow to go down ten degrees; no, but let the 
shadow go backward ten degrees.” 

11 So Isaiah the prophet cried out to the Lord, 
and He brought the shadow ten degrees 
backward, by which it had gone down on the 
sundial of Ahaz. 

12 At that time Berodach-Baladan the son of 
Baladan, king of Babylon, sent letters and a 
present to Hezekiah, for he heard that Hezekiah 
had been sick.  

13 And Hezekiah was attentive to them, and 
showed them all the house of his treasures—the 
silver and gold, the spices and precious ointment, 
and all his armory—all that was found among his 
treasures. There was nothing in his house or in 
all his dominion that Hezekiah did not show 
them. 14 Then Isaiah the prophet went to King 
Hezekiah, and said to him, “What did these men 
say, and from where did they come to you?” So 
Hezekiah said, “They came from a far country, 
from Babylon.” 

15 And he said, “What have they seen in your 
house?” 

So Hezekiah answered, “They have seen all 
that is in my house; there is nothing among my 
treasures that I have not shown them.” 

asked a sign of a fleece of wool, to be wet, on the 
ground to be dry in the morning dew. It was 
something that was done quite often. However, in 
NT time, it was a sign of unbelief but Jesus’ 
resurrection alone is sufficient because a wicked 
and adulterous generation seeks after a sign as 
Jesus said Judges 6:36-38; Mat 16:44 ) 
 
 
 
 
 
11=(The sign was the shadow on the sundial 
turned 10 degrees backward supernaturally. God 
the Almighty created all creatures including times. 
God can do anything as He desires. Isaiah 38:4-
85 ) 
 
 
12= (While Hezekiah the 12th king reigned Judah 
during 716-687 BC, Assyria had already conquered 
Israel in 722 BC and had the world power. Babylon 
was beyond the world power but later achieved the 
world power by conquering Assyria and Judah in 
586 BC.) 
 
13= (Hezekiah impressed the Babylonians, being 
proud of showing all his treasures.

4 Judges 6:36-38 So Gideon said to God, “If You will save Israel by my hand as You have said— 37 look, I shall put a 
fleece of wool on the threshing floor; if there is dew on the fleece only, and it is dry on all the ground, then I shall know 
that You will save Israel by my hand, as You have said.” 38 And it was so. When he rose early the next morning and 
squeezed the fleece together, he wrung the dew out of the fleece, a bowlful of water; Mat 16:4 A wicked and adulterous 
generation seeks after a sign, and no sign shall be given to it except the sign of the prophet Jonah.” And He left them 
and departed. 
5 Isaiah 38:4-8 And the word of the Lord came to Isaiah, saying, 5 “Go and tell Hezekiah, ‘Thus says the Lord, the God 
of David your father: “I have heard your prayer, I have seen your tears; surely I will add to your days fifteen years. 6 I 
will deliver you and this city from the hand of the king of Assyria, and I will defend this city.” ’ 7 And this is the sign to 
you from the Lord, that the Lord will do this thing which He has spoken: 8 Behold, I will bring the shadow on the sundial, 
which has gone down with the sun on the sundial of Ahaz, ten degrees backward.” So the sun returned ten degrees on 
the dial by which it had gone down. 
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16 Then Isaiah said to Hezekiah, “Hear the word 
of the Lord:  

 

17 ‘Behold, the days are coming when all that is in 
your house, and what your fathers have 
accumulated until this day, shall be carried to 
Babylon; nothing shall be left,’ says the Lord.  

 

 

18 ‘And they shall take away some of your sons 
who will descend from you, whom you will 
beget; and they shall be eunuchs in the palace of 
the king of Babylon.’ ” 19 So Hezekiah said to 
Isaiah, “The word of the Lord which you have 
spoken is good!” For he said, “Will there not be 
peace and truth at least in my days?” 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

17=Q2 (After God permitted Hezekiah’s life 
extension of 15 years more with prosperity, he did 
not give credit to God for all his blessings, not 
repay according to God’s favor, but his heart was 
lifted up, he was proud of it, and he impressed the 
Babylonians to show all the house of his treasures. 
Then, he bore Manasseh the worst evil 13th king of 
Judah. Always we should trust in the Lord with all 
our heart, not leaning on ourselves, because pride 
goes before destruction and a haughty spirit goes 
before a fall. So, a humble spirit with the lowly is 
better.   2 Chro 32:24-31; Prov 3:5-7; Prov 16:18-
196 ) 
 
19=(God permitted Hezekiah to live in peace in the 
shadowy area of his proud life. The pride caused 
his descendants such as Jehoiachin the 18th and 
Zedekiah the 19th  who would be carried away by 
Babylon, in verse 18. It’s observed rarely in the 
Scripture, the permissive will of God even if God 
was not pleased, rather than the direct will of God. 
Balak the king of Moab desired to curse Israel, 
constantly contacting Balaam with bribes. Balaam 
did not refuse to go with Balak but insist to go with 
Moabites for delivery of His word rather than for 
cursing Israel,  although he later would fall into the 
bribes to curse Israel through its idolatry. The 
omniscient God permitted him to go with them, but 
the Lord wasn’t pleased with his going because the 
angel of the Lord stood in the back with drawn 
sword. Today, we see permissive will of God in a 
shadowy area to an insister, e.g., our church rather 
than Lord’s church; drinking wine for health rather 
than drunken status with any alcohol; fund raising 
in a church rather than profit making in a company; 
a woman teacher for people rather than adult men 
in God’s creation order; divorce with various 
reasons including adultery; materializing spiritual 
things in a question of God’s glory. In a Calvary 
Chapel conference, each of us confessed.  I know 
God’s foolishness is wiser than men. I am not 
interested in the permissive will of God for my life 
in the shadowy area upon my insistence. I want 
God’s direct will for my life because I am convinced 
that God knows better than I, what’s best for me 
and what’s best for His glory.  I’m always reluctant 
to insist on my way. Go right with God, by His Spirit 
whose sword is the Word of God. Let go, let God! 

 
6 2 Chro 32:24-31 In those days Hezekiah was sick and near death, and he prayed to the Lord; and He spoke to him 
and gave him a sign. 25 But Hezekiah did not repay according to the favor shown him, for his heart was lifted 
up; therefore wrath was looming over him and over Judah and Jerusalem. 26 Then Hezekiah humbled himself for the 
pride of his heart, he and the inhabitants of Jerusalem, so that the wrath of the Lord did not come upon them in the 
days of Hezekiah. 27 Hezekiah had very great riches and honor. And he made himself treasuries for silver, for gold, 
for precious stones, for spices, for shields, and for all kinds of desirable items; 28 storehouses for the harvest of grain, 
wine, and oil; and stalls for all kinds of livestock, and folds for flocks. 29 Moreover he provided cities for himself, and 
possessions of flocks and herds in abundance; for God had given him very much property. 30 This same Hezekiah 
also stopped the water outlet of Upper Gihon, and brought the water by tunnel to the west side of the City of David. 
Hezekiah prospered in all his works. 31 However, regarding the ambassadors of the princes of Babylon, whom 
they sent to him to inquire about the wonder that was done in the land, God withdrew from him, in order to test him, 
that He might know all that was in his heart; Prov 3:5-7 Trust in the Lord with all your heart, And lean not on your own 
understanding; 6 In all your ways acknowledge Him, And He shall direct your paths. 7 Do not be wise in your 
own eyes; Fear the Lord and depart from evil; Prov 16:18-19 Pride goes before destruction, And a haughty spirit 
before a fall. 19 Better to be of a humble spirit with the lowly, Than to divide the spoil with the proud. 
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20 Now the rest of the acts of Hezekiah—all his 
might, and how he made a pool and a tunnel 
and brought water into the city—are they not 
written in the book of the chronicles of the kings 
of Judah? 21 So Hezekiah rested with his fathers. 
Then Manasseh his son reigned in his place. 

21  

1Manasseh was twelve years old when he 
became king, and he reigned fifty-five years in 
Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Hephzibah. 
2 And he did evil in the sight of the Lord, 
according to the abominations of the nations 
whom the Lord had cast out before the children 
of Israel. 3 For he rebuilt the high places which 
Hezekiah his father had destroyed; he raised up 
altars for Baal, and made a wooden image, as 
Ahab king of Israel had done; and he worshiped 
all the host of heaven and served them. 4 He also 
built altars in the house of the Lord, of which 
the Lord had said, “In Jerusalem I will put My 
name.” 5 And he built altars for all the host of 
heaven in the two courts of the house of 
the Lord. 6 Also he made his son pass through 
the fire, practiced soothsaying, used witchcraft, 
and consulted spiritists and mediums. He did 
much evil in the sight of the Lord, to 
provoke Him to anger.  

Num 22:20-22; Mat 16:18; 1 Tim 5:23; Eph 5:18; 
Mat 21:12-13; 1 Tim 2:12-13; Mat 19:6; Mark 8:36; 
1 Cor 1:257 ) 
 
20=(The pool is the Pool of Siloam. The tunnel is 
Hezekiah’s tunnel in 1,777 feet or 542 meters, 
brought the water source, Gihon spring, outside the 
wall of Jerusalem, by tunnel, to the west side of the 
City of David down into the Pool of Siloam.  2 Chr 
32:308) 
 
 
21  
 
 
 
6= Q3 (Manasseh, who was born 3 years after 
Hezekiah’s prayer,  in his pride during Hezekiah’s 
life extension of 15 years, committed all kinds of 
idolatries, provoking God to anger. All idol 
practices -- his son pass through the fire, 
practiced soothsaying, used witchcraft, and 
consulted spiritists and mediums, clearly have 
been prohibited by God. Manasseh did the evils. 
Actually all of the thing that were done in the 
northern kingdom of Israel, before it fell, he did 
them all. In fact, in Jeremiah, it was told that “they 
have forsaken God. The days are coming that this 
place for child sacrifice, originally worship for 
Molech the pleasure god, and other pagan 
practices shall not more be called Tophet or the 
Valley of the Son of Hinnom in the south side of 
Jerusalem where refuse was continually burned, 
but the Valley of Slaughter.” It’s related with the 
Greek word Gehenna the lake of fire in the NT. 
Molech worshippers were for pleasure. Baal 
worshippers were for pagan philosophies. Today, it 
can be found in each heart rather than tangible 
things in the past OT time.  Lev 19:31; Deu 18:9-
14; Jer 19:4-79 ) 

 
7 Num 22:20-22 And God came to Balaam at night and said to him, “If the men come to call you, rise and go with 
them; but only the word which I speak to you—that you shall do.” 21 So Balaam rose in the morning, saddled his 
donkey, and went with the princes of Moab. 22 Then God’s anger was aroused because he went, and the Angel of 
the Lord took His stand in the way as an adversary against him. And he was riding on his donkey, and his two 
servants were with him; Mat 16:18  And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock I will build My church, 
and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it; 1 Tim 5:23  No longer drink only water, but use a little wine for your 
stomach’s sake and your frequent infirmities; Eph 5:18 And do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be 
filled with the Spirit; Mat 21:12-13 Then Jesus went into the temple of God and drove out all those who bought and 
sold in the temple, and overturned the tables of the money changers and the seats of those who sold doves. 13 And 
He said to them, “It is written, ‘My house shall be called a house of prayer,’ but you have made it a ‘den of thieves; 1 
Tim 2:12-13  And I do not permit a woman to teach or to have authority over a man, but to be in silence. 13 For Adam 
was formed first, then Eve; Mat 19:6 So then, they are no longer two but one flesh. Therefore what God has joined 
together, let not man separate; Mark 8:36 For what will it profit a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own 
soul?;  1 Cor 1:25 Because the foolishness of God is wiser than men, and the weakness of God is stronger than 
men. .  

8 2 Chr 32:30  This same Hezekiah also stopped the water outlet of Upper Gihon, and brought the water by tunnel to 
the west side of the City of David. Hezekiah prospered in all his works. 
9 Lev 19:31 Give no regard to mediums and familiar spirits; do not seek after them, to be defiled by them: 
I am the Lord your God; Deu 18:9-14 When you come into the land which the Lord your God is giving you, you shall 
not learn to follow the abominations of those nations. 10 There shall not be found among you anyone who makes his 
son or his daughter pass through the fire, or one who practices witchcraft, or a soothsayer, or one who interprets 
omens, or a sorcerer, 11 or one who conjures spells, or a medium, or a spiritist, or one who calls up the dead. 12 For all 
who do these things are an abomination to the Lord, and because of these abominations the Lord your God drives 
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7 He even set a carved image of Asherah that he 
had made, in the house of which the Lord had 
said to David and to Solomon his son, “In this 
house and in Jerusalem, which I have chosen out 
of all the tribes of Israel, I will put My name 
forever; 8 and I will not make the feet of Israel 
wander anymore from the land which I gave their 
fathers—only if they are careful to do according 
to all that I have commanded them, and 
according to all the law that My servant Moses 
commanded them.” 9 But they paid no attention, 
and Manasseh seduced them to do more evil 
than the nations whom the Lord had destroyed 
before the children of Israel. 10 And 
the Lord spoke by His servants the prophets, 
saying, 11 “Because Manasseh king of Judah has 
done these abominations (he has acted more 
wickedly than all the Amorites who were before 
him, and has also made Judah sin with his 
idols), 12 therefore thus says the Lord God of 
Israel: ‘Behold, I am bringing such calamity upon 
Jerusalem and Judah, that whoever hears of it, 
both his ears will tingle. 13 And I will stretch over 
Jerusalem the measuring line of Samaria and the 
plummet of the house of Ahab; I will wipe 
Jerusalem as one wipes a dish, wiping it and 
turning it upside down. 14 So I will forsake 
the remnant of My inheritance and deliver them 
into the hand of their enemies; and they shall 
become victims of plunder to all their 
enemies, 15 because they have done evil in My 
sight, and have provoked Me to anger since the 
day their fathers came out of Egypt, even to this

14 For these nations which you will 
dispossess listened to soothsayers and diviners; but as for you, the Lord your God has not appointed such for you.; 
Jer 19:4-7 Because they have forsaken Me and made this an alien place, because they have burned incense in it to 
other gods whom neither they, their fathers, nor the kings of Judah have known, and have filled this place with the 
blood of the innocents 5 (they have also built the high places of Baal, to burn their sons with fire for burnt offerings to 
Baal, which I did not command or speak, nor did it come into My mind), 6 therefore behold, the days are coming,” 
says the Lord, “that this place shall no more be called Tophet or the Valley of the Son of Hinnom, but the Valley of 
Slaughter.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
