Today, we’d like to see the title of “A Joyful Noise”  in Psalms 81-83.

Q1.  In  81:1, “Sing aloud to God our strength; Make a joyful shout to the God of Jacob,” what 
does  “a joyful shout” mean in the context?  And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 82:2,  “God stands in the congregation of the mighty; He judges among the gods,” what 
does the Hebrew word of “gods” mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In 83:18, “That they may know that You, whose name alone is the Lord, Are the Most High 
over all the earth.”  what does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  
 

All three psalms as well as the last 78-80 psalms were written by Asaph that means himself, his 
descendants, or the music team in the name of Asaph.    
 
In the last time, in Psalm 80:17-19, “Let Your hand be upon the man of Your right hand, Upon 
the son of man whom You made strong for Yourself. 18 Then we will not turn back from You; 
Revive us, and we will call upon Your name. 19 Restore us, O Lord God of hosts; 
Cause Your face to shine, And we shall be saved!”  this prayer is for the Messiah. Today in 
Israel, Israelites are praying for Messiah because it’s difficult to face with anti-Israel people and 
so that their only hope is for the Messiah.

1=Q1  (David set up the music team for worship at 
the temple of God in Jerusalem. The song is the 
prayer with melody to God. Here, in verse 2, harp 
and lute were stringed instruments. The people’s 
loud song to God is a joyful noise.  In the NT time, 
we must worship God in spirit and truth wherever, 
not just in Jerusalem, whenever, not just on 
Sabbath. So, 3 elements – God, spirit, and truth -- 
are required for worship now. 1 Chro 25:1; John 
4:241) 
 
 
3= (A feast day such as Passover reminded them 
of its meaning for the Lord’s grace & love. And so 
they learned to love God mostly, as well as in NT, 
in a special day such as Palm Sunday, Easter, 
Thanksgiving Day, or Christmas.)   
 
 
 

 
1 1 Chro 25:1 Moreover David and the captains of the army separated for the service some of the sons of Asaph, of 
Heman, and of Jeduthun, who should prophesy with harps, stringed instruments, and cymbals. And the number of the 
skilled men performing their service was; John 4:24  God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit 
and truth.”

5= (Joseph’s ruler of Egypt saved Jacob and his 
brothers from famine, leaving the testament for 
Israelites to enter the promised land. The language 
of pagan Egyptians were not understandable  Gen 
50:24-262)   
 
6= (It seems the Egyptians’ burdening them, both 
placing yoke over shoulder and carrying bricks with 
hands. In the past Israel’s history, they praised 
God for His grace & love to deliver them from the 
slavery status.)  
 
7 = (The called Meribah happened in the beginning 
and in the end of their wilderness life. It means the 
contention of people against God. For the need of 
water, they complained against Moses the 
instrument of God. Here God tested them at the 
waters of Meribah. God allowed you to know the 
perversity of your own heart in order that you might 
learn to trust Him fully.  Ex 17:3,7; Num 20:2,3. 
133 ) 
 
9= (They worshipped golden calf the mammon. 
What is mammon?  Money, treasures,  
materialism, or possessions that you could buy 
with money. You can’t serve both God and 
mammon, any neither above God nor equal to 
God. Ex 32:4; Mat 6:244 ) 
 
10= (I’ll take care of you or your need.) 
 
11-12= (If you give your life to God completely, you 
may experience a full satisfaction in verse 16. 
Otherwise, God gave them up to their own heart. 
And they were morally weak, spiritually weak, and 
physically weak, resulting in captivity and the 
horrible bondage of corruption.)  
  
13-14=(Only if they would have listened, God 
would have destroyed their enemies. If you obey 
God, you will be blessed. Otherwise you will be 
cursed as God stated over and over again.  Ex 
23:22; Lev 26:3-4; 14-17; Deu 7:12-13; Deu 28:1-
25 ) 

 
2 Gen 50:24-26 Then Joseph said to his brothers, “I am about to die. But God will surely come to your aid and take you 
up out of this land to the land he promised on oath to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.” 25 And Joseph made the Israelites 
swear an oath and said, “God will surely come to your aid, and then you must carry my bones up from this place.” 
26 So Joseph died at the age of a hundred and ten. And after they embalmed him, he was placed in a coffin in Egypt. 
3 Ex 17:3, 7 3  And the people thirsted there for water, and the people complained against Moses, and said, “Why is it 
you have brought us up out of Egypt, to kill us and our children and our livestock with thirst?”   7So he called the name 
of the place Massah and Meribah, because of the contention of the children of Israel, and because they tempted 
the Lord, saying, “Is the Lord among us or not?”; Num 20:2,3, 13 2 Now there was no water for the congregation; so 
they gathered together against Moses and Aaron. 3 And the people contended with Moses and spoke, saying: “If only 
we had died when our brethren died before the Lord!13This was the water of Meribah, because the children of Israel 
contended with the Lord, and He was hallowed among them. 14 Now Moses sent messengers from Kadesh to the king 
of Edom. “Thus says your brother Israel: ‘You know all the hardship that has befallen us, 
4 Ex 32:4  And he received the gold from their hand, and he fashioned it with an engraving tool, and made a molded 
calf. Then they said, “This is your god, O Israel, that brought you out of the land of Egypt!”; Mat 6:24  No one can 
serve two masters; for either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will be loyal to the one and despise 
the other. You cannot serve God and mammon. 
5 Ex 23:22  But if you indeed obey His voice and do all that I speak, then I will be an enemy to your enemies and an 
adversary to your adversaries; Lev 26:3-4; 14-17 3 ‘If you walk in My statutes and keep My commandments, and 
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15 The haters of the Lord would pretend 
submission to Him, But their fate would endure 
forever. 

 
16 He would have fed them also with the finest of 
wheat; And with honey from the rock I would 
have satisfied you.”

15= (Even if the haters of the Lord would pretend 
to submit to God, their fate would be destroyed 
forever.) 
 
16= (God would have given satisfaction to those 
who listen, hearken, be faithful, and be true to God, 
See verses 11-12. History repeats itself over and 
over again. God blessed Israelites. In their luxury 
of the wealth, they forgot God. They forsook God. 
They turned away from God. The began to worship 
the world and the flesh. God punished them. They 
cried out to God. They repented sins to God. They 
asked the need. God blessed them more than the 
need abundantly. In their luxury of their wealth. 
They forgot God, and so on. So, it’s important for 
you to keep unwavering faith and faithfulness to 
the Lord with most love for God.)

1=Q2 (God judges among the judges who were 
translated with the “gods” whose the Hebrew word 
is Elohim.  Verse 6 too.  The Elohim on Exodus 
21:6 and Exodus 22:8-9 were translated with the 
“judges.” The judgment of the judge as God’s 
representatives controlled over a person’s life. 
That’s why they were called the Elohim, although 
they were human beings as creatures. Against the 
accused blasphemy, Jesus used the verse 6, “You 
are gods,” to defend His claim to be the Son of 
God. God would call mere men “gods’ Why was it 
blasphemous for Him, the true Son of God, to 
declare Himself equal with God? Then, why are 
you going to stone Me because I said “I’m the Son 
of God?” Ex 21:6; Ex 22:8-9; John 10:34-366 ) 
 
2-5= (You allow injustice to prevail because you 
are impressed by the wealth or by the power of the 
wicked. When Judgements are compromised with 
political powers, the judicial system fails, the whole 

 
perform them, 4 then I will give you rain in its season, the land shall yield its produce, and the trees of the field shall 
yield their fruit.  14 ‘But if you do not obey Me, and do not observe all these commandments, 15 and if you despise My 
statutes, or if your soul abhors My judgments, so that you do not perform all My commandments, but break My 
covenant, 16 I also will do this to you: I will even appoint terror over you, wasting disease and fever which 
shall consume the eyes and cause sorrow of heart. And you shall sow your seed in vain, for your enemies shall eat it.

9 “For any kind of trespass, whether it concerns an ox, a donkey, a sheep, or clothing, or for any kind of lost thing 
which another claims to be his, the cause of both parties shall come before the judges; and whomever the judges 
condemn shall pay double to his neighbor; John 10:34-36  Jesus answered them, “Is it not written in your law, ‘I said, 
“You are gods” ’? 35 If He called them gods, to whom the word of God came (and the Scripture cannot be 
broken), 36 do you say of Him whom the Father sanctified and sent into the world, ‘You are blaspheming,’ because I 
said, ‘I am the Son of God’? 
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6 I said, “You are gods, And all of you are children 
of the Most High. 7 But you shall die like men, 
And fall like one of the princes.”

8= (It’s a plea for that day to come when the Lord, 
the righteous judge, will judge over all the earth.)

1= (This is a plea to save us when the nation is 
facing a peril.) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
5= (It seems the alliance against Jehoshaphat the 
4th good king of Judah and Judah the nation 
caused Judah to face a peril. By all people’s 
fervent prayer, God answered through Jahaziel the 
prophet that Judah would get victory in the battle. 
The alliance or confederacy against the obedient 
king and people was against God because they 
were His people . When we are obedient to the 
Lord, the opponents against us would be against 
Him because we are His people who were 
purchased with His blood.. 2 Chro 20:1-3; 13-178 ) 
 
6= (The Hagirtes may have been the descendants 
of Hagar other than though Ishmael the son of 
Abraham. Gen 21:99)  
 

 

 
7 Heb 9:27 And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment, 
8 2 Chro 20:1-3; 13-17 1 It happened after this that the people of Moab with the people of Ammon, and others with them 

2 Then some came and told Jehoshaphat, saying, “A 
great multitude is coming against you from beyond the sea, from Syria; and they are in Hazazon Tamar” (which is En 
Gedi).

7= (Here, the inhabitants of Tyre were one of 
the alliance against Judah, But usually they 
were friendly such as Hiram the king of Tyre 
was friendly with David and Solomon to build 
the temple of God.) 

8= (Moabites and Ammonites were from Lot Gen 
19:36-3810 ) 
 
9= (In judges time, Sisera, the chief soldier of king 
Jabin, and Jabin were the killed enemies in the 
book of judges chapter 4) 
 
 
 
11= (In judges time, Oreb, Zeeb, Zebah, and 
Zalmunna, who were the leaders of the Midianites 
were killed enemies. Judges 7:25; Judges 8:2111 ) 
 
 
 
 
13= (O God, blow out all alliance enemies) 
 
 
 
 
 
 
16= (Lord, just wipe them out until they recognize 
that You are God.) 
 
18=Q3 (All creatures are created to glorify God by 
Him.  When God destroys the alliance unbelievers 
against God’s people, Jehoshaphat and Judah, 
God is glorified by their knowing that the Lord 
alone is the most high over all the earth. Rev 
4:1112 )

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom.
