Q1.  In 73:3, “ For I was envious of the boastful, When I saw the prosperity of 
the wicked,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In 73:17, “ Until I went into the sanctuary of God; Then I understood their end,” what 
does it mean? And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In 74:1, “O God, why have You cast us off forever? Why does Your anger smoke 
against the sheep of Your pasture?”  what does it mean in the context? And what can we 
learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
 The Book 3 are from Psalms 73 to 89. Asaph wrote mostly from Psalms 73 to 83.   
Asaph the Levite was one of choirs during David’s time and some of his descendants also 
served in choirs. 
 In the Psalm 73, Asaph wrote that he did not understand the wicked was prosperous 
while the righteous (one who lives by faith) suffer the hardship. But he entered God’s 
sanctuary, he was able to view each end and to understand it.    
 In the Psalm 73, Asaph, his descendant, wrote that Jerusalem had been destroyed 
by Babylonians, praying for His help. Most Jews had been carried away but a few people 
left in Jerusalem. Then, this author Asaph left in Jerusalem.

One who lays up treasure 
for himself, not rich toward God, loses 
his soul at the end and leaves all 
acquired treasure on the earth. The 
one who gains even the whole world 
temporal material things but loses his 
own soul at the end would not get any 
profit. When we are conscious of 
eternity, we can overcome Satan’s 
temptation during hardship time

1=Q3 (Now, Asaph as a descendant of 
the 1st Asaph during David’s time saw 
the destroyed Jerusalem as God had 
allowed Babylon to destroy Jerusalem 
throughout the many years of 
Israelites’ idolatry and sin. What kinds 
of divine characters do endure 
forever? God’s mercy endures forever. 
Once He forgives your sin, you are 
deemed innocent although its wound 
remains. His righteousness endures 
forever. No one can alter His 
righteousness. The truth of the Lord 
endures forever. His truth never fails.  
His word endures forever, His word 
never passes away. His name endures 
forever. His name is honored forever. 
His patience never endures forever 
although His patience is much or long. 
It’s also called as divine long suffering. 
God had much patience to their sin 
and idolatry during many years, But 
upon His time, He destroyed 
Jerusalem through Babylon, proving 
that His righteousness endures 
forever. So, it’s best to confess it 
before the Lord whenever we commit 
sin or any failure from God’s standard 
at His word because He is faithful to 
forgive it with even unknown 
unrighteousness,  1 Chro 16:34;

We 
should learn this attitude because it 
makes us patient on the Lord during 
pains or trials. So, you and I would not 
give up on the Lord but are exhorted to 
be able to do all things in Christ who

Note: Most Christians say the Bible is important, but rarely study every word in the Bible and 
commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord (2 
Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Bible Study 
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(NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Bible is the Bible per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s Word 
is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience might 
be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is temperately 
used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 12:6, Jer 23:28;

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Bibles & 200 lunches per week for the homeless, 
and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t matter. It’s 
something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the important thing 
(e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the numbers of the 
members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has added them to 
CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is His own church 
(souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 Cor 6:20; Acts 
20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ programs (1 Cor 1:25; 
Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand (Psalm 139:17-18), 
we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Bible simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
