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“My Strength is Made Perfect in Weakness”  2 Corinthians 12:1-21    9/22/24 
Today, we’d like to see the title of “My Strength in Made Perfect in Weakness”  in 2 Cor. 12:1-21.

Q1.  In verse 9 “ And He said to me, ‘My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is 
made perfect in weakness.’ Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my 
infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me,” what does it mean? And how 
can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In verse 11, “I have become a fool in boasting; you have compelled me. For I ought 
to have been commended by you; for in nothing was I behind the most eminent 
apostles, though I am nothing,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we 
apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In verse 21, “when I come again, my God will humble me among you, and I shall 
mourn for many who have sinned before and have not repented of the uncleanness, 
fornication, and lewdness which they have practiced,”  what does it mean in the 
context? And how can we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, Paul’s ministry was humble as to the Lord, not to men, presenting 
Corinthian church as a pure virgin to Christ. But the false apostles boasted many things 
according to flesh and enticed Christians in Corinth to fall into different gospel, different 
spirit, or different Christ. So, Paul felt foolish but he inevitably boasted his fleshly things 
in order to protect the souls of Corinthians from the false apostles and to convince them 
in 2 Cor 11:18, “Seeing that many boast according to the flesh, I also will boast.”  In the 
last 2 Cor 11:32-33, “ In Damascus the governor, under Aretas the king, was guarding 
the city of the Damascenes with a garrison, desiring to arrest me; 33 but I was let down 
in a basket through a window in the wall, and escaped from his hands,” Paul boasted 
his escape from death to Corinthian church for the souls of Corinthians.  
 
In this chapter 12, Paul continually was boasting according to the flesh for the souls of 
Corinthians – spiritual experience (12:1-6), signs, wonders, or mighty deeds, lest they 
should be polluted by such false apostles.  Paul did not receive wages from this 
Corinthian church but received some donations from Christians in Macedonia region 
(11:9, “…the brethren who came from Macedonia supplied…” ) in order to edify 
Christians in Corinth to Christ (12:9). This issue might be contended by false apostles. 
 
Paul wanted to keep his humble ministry as to the Lord, not to men, but now inevitably 
boasted for their souls protected from false prophets, convincing them.

1It is doubtless not profitable for me to boast. I 

will come to visions and revelations of the 

Lord:2 I know a man in Christ who fourteen 

years ago—whether in the body I do not 

know, or whether out of the body I do not 

know, God knows—such a one was caught 

up to the third heaven. 3 And I know such a 

man—whether in the body or out of the body I 

do not know, God knows—  

4 how he was caught up into Paradise and 

heard inexpressible words, which it is not 

lawful for a man to utter. 

 5 Of such a one I will boast; yet of myself I will 

not boast, except in my infirmities.  

6 For though I might desire to boast, I will not 

be a fool; for I will speak the truth. But I 

refrain, lest anyone should think of me above 

what he sees me to be or hears from me. 

 

1-6 (Paul’s spiritual experience in third heaven ) 

1= (When Paul boasted the visions and 
revelations of the Lord given by God, Paul would 
be humbled/debased by God. And so, he said, 
“not profitable for me,” but profitable for you to be 
protected from false apostles and to be aware of 
the false apostles.)  

2= (It likely happened in Lystra at the 1st mission 
trip  Acts 14:19-211) 

 

 

 

 

 

3= (Paul explained himself as a man in Christ) 

 

 

 

 

4= (Paul in the third heaven was inexpressible 
words or was indescribable with human words 
because of so awesome spiritual experiences, far 
more than false apostles.) 

 

 

5= (Paul restated that his boasting is not of 
himself but of his infirmities or weakness, i.e., 
Paul boasts of himself in his infirmities, keeping 
his humble ministry for Christ’s sake or His 
sheep’s souls. Then Paul will be lifted up by the 
Lord.   It implied that here his fleshly boasting is 
for His sheep’s souls – the souls of Corinthian 
church.) 

 

6= (If Paul further boasted, he would be a fool 
because his amazing spiritual experience for 
Christ’s sake or His sheep’s souls was given by 
God. So. Paul temperately testified his spiritual 
experience lest any should lift up Paul, as we 
should learn because we should be lifted up by 
the Lord alone.) 

 
1 Acts 14:19-21  Then Jews from Antioch and Iconium came there; and having persuaded the multitudes, they stoned 

Paul and dragged him out of the city, supposing him to be dead. 20 However, when the disciples gathered around him, 
he rose up and went into the city. And the next day he departed with Barnabas to Derbe.21 And when they had preached 
the gospel to that city and made many disciples, they returned to Lystra, Iconium, and Antioch, 
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7 And lest I should be exalted above measure 

by the abundance of the revelations, a thorn 

in the flesh was given to me, a messenger of 

Satan to buffet me, lest I be exalted above 

measure. 8 Concerning this thing I pleaded 

with the Lord three times that it might depart 

from me. 9 And He said to me, “My grace is 

sufficient for you, for My strength is made 

perfect in weakness.” Therefore most gladly I 

will rather boast in my infirmities, that the 

power of Christ may rest upon me.  

10 Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in 

reproaches, in needs, in persecutions, in 

distresses, for Christ’s sake. For when I am 

weak, then I am strong. 

 

 

 

 

7= (Paul received the abundance of the 
revelations from the Lord. To make Paul humble, 
Paul had a thorn in flesh which might be his 
eyesight problem in  the light of  “large letters” or 
Paul’s stenographer Tertius. It was a hinderance 
to Paul’s ministry, called as “a messenger of 
Satan.”   Gal 6:11; Rom 16:222) 

 

8= (Paul asked fervently 3 times to the Lord to 
remove it) 

 

 

 

9= Q1 (God refused Paul’s request. But upon His 
answer, Lord’s grace was sufficient for Paul 
because His strength is made perfect in Paul’s 
weakness. The thorn made Paul humble to be 
obedient fully to the Lord who strengthened Paul. 
The more humble you are, the more stronger the 
Lord works through you -- like Jesus’ full 
obedience even to death on cross to the Father.  
Phil 4:13; Gal 2:203) 

 

 

 

10= (So, Paul was joyful in his weakness such as 
infirmities, reproaches, needs, persecutions, or 
distresses, for Christ’s sake or His sheep. He 
confessed when he was weak, the Lord is strong 
because anyone in flesh cannot please God but 
anyone in the Spirit can please God. Rom 8:7-84)  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
2 Gal 6:11 See with what large letters I have written to you with my own hand!; Rom 16:22  I, Tertius, who 

wrote this epistle, greet you in the Lord. 
3 Phil 4:13  I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me; Gal 2:20  I have been crucified with Christ; it is no 

longer I who live, but Christ lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who 
loved me and gave Himself for me. 
4 Rom 8:7-8 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can 

be. 8 So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God.

11 I have become a fool in boasting; you have 

compelled me. For I ought to have been 

commended by you; for in nothing was I 

behind the most eminent apostles, though I 

am nothing.  

12 Truly the signs of an apostle were 

accomplished among you with all 

perseverance, in signs and wonders and 

mighty deeds. 13 For what is it in which you 

were inferior to other churches, except that I 

myself was not burdensome to you? Forgive 

me this wrong! 

14 Now for the third time I am ready to come to 

you. And I will not be burdensome to you; for I 

do not seek yours, but you. For the children 

ought not to lay up for the parents, but the

11= Q2 (Boasting himself is lifting himself, that is 
foolish because God is humbling him, But Paul 
was forced to boast himself for their souls polluted 
by false apostles, convincing them to know. Even 
most popular apostles are nothing to me as I am 
nothing before our Lord, because all of them 
came from Him. Paul convinced them to look for 
Jesus and for His words. Human opinions are not 
really important rather than what God says unless 
the opinions would be helpful to understand His 
words.  All of us are His sheep. The popular 
apostles and Paul are His instruments, neither 
equal to the Lord nor above the Lord.  Acts 
17:285) 

12= (Paul convinced them, boasting 
accomplishment with patience, wonders, and 
mighty works in order to show that Paul was a 
true apostle. It shows that they might doubt 
whether or not Paul was an apostle ordained by 
the Lord.) 

 

13= (Sarcastic tone. The church in Corinth is 
nothing inferior pastored to other churches. Paul 
did not receive wages from the church in Corinth 
because he waved his rights and he was 
supported by the churches in Macedonia regions. 
Forgive me wrong! This is truly sarcastic. It means 
in the context, you are better pastored than other 
churches but you are polluted by false apostle.) 

 

 

14= (Paul planted the church in Corinth where 
Apollos later watered. He determined the 2nd visit. 
He planed the 3rd visit as a spiritual father, not a 
man who gets rich off you.  Acts 18:1; 2 Cor 2:1; 2 
Cor 13:16 ) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
5 Acts 17:28 for in Him we live and move and have our being, as also some of your own poets have said, ‘For we are 

also His offspring.’ 
6 Acts 18:1 After these things Paul departed from Athens and went to Corinth; 2 Cor 2:1 But I determined this within 

myself, that I would not come again to you in sorrow; 2 Cor 13:1 This will be the third time I am coming to you. “By the 
mouth of two or three witnesses every word shall be established.” 
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15 And I will very gladly spend and be 

spent for your souls; though the more 

abundantly I love you, the less I am loved. 

16 But be that as it may, I did not burden you. 

Nevertheless, being crafty, I caught you by 

cunning! 17 Did I take advantage of you by any 

of those whom I sent to you? 18 I urged Titus, 

and sent our brother with him. Did Titus take 

advantage of you? Did we not walk in the 

same spirit? Did we not walk in the same 

steps? 19 Again, do you think that we excuse 

ourselves to you? We speak before God in 

Christ. But we do all things, beloved, for your 

edification.  

20 For I fear lest, when I come, I shall not find 

you such as I wish, and that I shall be found 

by you such as you do not wish; lest there 

be contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, 

selfish ambitions, backbitings, whisperings, 

conceits, tumults;  

 

 

 

15= (Paul as a spiritual father has the desire to 
fellowship with Church in Corinth, with much more 
love for them than their love for Paul) 

 

 

 

 

16-19= (Paul and Titus did not get advantages 
from the church in Corinth. Even they waived the 
biblical rights to receive wages for their ministry 
works in the Spirit from you. Some Christians in 
Corinth doubted whether or not Paul and Titus 
received some supports from Corinthian church. 
They did not receive anything from Corinthian 
church but from the churches in Macedonia 
region. Paul said this support was for edifying 
Corinthian church to the body of Christ.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

20= (Paul used the “fear” term again. Paul 
considered seriously when he came there they 
might do the works of the flesh such as 
contentions, jealousies, outbursts of wrath, selfish 
ambitions, backbitings, whisperings, conceits, or 
tumults.) 
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21 lest, when I come again, my God will 

humble me among you, and I shall mourn for 

many who have sinned before and have not 

repented of the uncleanness, fornication, and 

lewdness which they have practiced. 

 

 

 

 

21=Q3 (When I come again, my God should not 
humble me among you. If there were such works 
of the flesh, Paul would convince or rebuke you 
like this chapter on which Paul boasts fleshly 
things unavoidably. Then, God would humble him. 
And Paul would bewail some of you who have 
previously practiced  the uncleanness, fornication, 
and lewdness but have not repented of those 
things. Here, we can learn we should minister 
usually as to the Lord, not to men, unless some 
things according to the flesh are necessary to be 
disclosed for the souls of His sheep. Mat 23:12; 
Rom 12:16; Phil 2:8; James 4:6; James 4:107)   

 

Note: Most Christians say the Bible is important, but rarely study every word in the Bible and 
commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord (2 
Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Bible Study 
(NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Bible is the Bible per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s Word 
is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience might 
be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is temperately 
used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 12:6, Jer 23:28; 
Ne 8:8).

Pray for Feeding the Lord’s Lambs in Ukraine and in S Sudan
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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Bibles & 200 lunches per week for the homeless, 
and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t matter. It’s 
something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the important thing 
(e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the numbers of the 
members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has added them to 
CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is His own church 
(souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 Cor 6:20; Acts 
20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ programs (1 Cor 1:25; 
Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand (Psalm 139:17-18), 
we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Bible simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).
