Q1.  In verse 2 “  I have told you before, and foretell as if I were present the second 
time, and now being absent I write to those who have sinned before, and to all the rest, 
that if I come again I will not spare,” what does it mean in the context? And how can we 
apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In verse 5, “Examine yourselves as to whether you are in the faith. Test yourselves. 
Do you not know yourselves, that Jesus Christ is in you?—unless indeed 
you are disqualified,” what does it mean? And how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In verse 8, “For we can do nothing against the truth, but for the truth,”  what does it 
mean in the context? And how can we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In Paul’s 3rd mission trip, he wrote this letter to Corinthian Christians. Paul wanted to 
keep his humble ministry as to the Lord, not to men, but now inevitably boasted for their 
souls protected from false prophets, convincing them.  
 

In the last time, in 2 Corinthians 12:21, “ lest, when I come again, my God will humble 
me among you, and I shall mourn for many who have sinned before and have not 
repented of the uncleanness, fornication, and lewdness which they have practiced,” 
when I come again, my God should not humble me among you. If there were such 
works of the flesh, Paul would convince or rebuke you like the chapter 12  on which 
Paul boasted fleshly things unavoidably. Then, God would humble him. And Paul would 
bewail some of you who have previously practiced the uncleanness, fornication, and 
lewdness but have not repented of those things. Here, we can learn we should minister 
usually as to the Lord, not to men, unless some things according to the flesh are 
necessary to be disclosed for the souls of His sheep.

2=Q1 (In Paul’s 2nd time visit, Paul taught the 
sinners to repent privately or with 1 witness. But 
in the 3rd time, he would rebuke the still 
unrepentant sinners with 2 or 3 witnesses, or  
before the church and let him repent before the 
Lord. If they refuse to hear the church he would 
excommunicate them from the church..   2 Tim 
4:2; Mat 18:16-172) 

 

3-4=(Because you seek a proof that Christ is 
speaking in me, I am not weak toward you, but 
mighty in you. Because Jesus was crucified in 
weakness due to His full obedient to the point of 
death, even the death of the cross, Jesus has 
been highly exalted by the power of God from 
the death.  We – Paul and Timothy – also, were 
weak in Jesus, fully obedient to God in Jesus, 
e.g., humble ministry to you, but we will deal the 
sins with the power of God to you --- no 
compromise Phil 2:5-9; 2 Cor 1:13) 

5= Q2 (When you believe in the Lord Jesus 
Christ the Savior, the Spirit of Christ dwells in 
you because Jesus purchased you at a price of 
blood. The Spirit of Christ possesses you, so 
that any devils or Satan, who was already 
defeated by Jesus’ resurrection, couldn’t 
possess you. The Spirit is the guarantee for 
your eternal inheritance, the redemption of the 
purchased possession, at the time of your move 
into heaven in His glory, either your physical 
death or your rapture.  We live in the present 
tense. We do not live in the past tense because 
it was past. We do not live in the future because 
it doesn’t come yet. If Christ or the Spirit of 
Christ or the dwelling Spirit of God is not in you, 
you are a non-Christian.  But the defeated 
Satan or a devil tempts Christians to pervert the 
words of the living God, e.g., Christians 
possessed by a devil rather than tempted by a 
devil. Resist him! steadfast in the faith of the 
living word, “purchased possession”  1 Cor 
6:19-20; 2 Cor 1:21-22; 2 Cor 5:4-5; Eph 1:13-
14; Mat 6:13; 1 Peter 5:7-94)

2 2 Tim 4:2  Preach the word! Be ready in season and out of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering 

and teaching. Mat 18:16-17 But if he will not hear, take with you one or two more, that ‘by the mouth of two or three 
witnesses every word may be established.’ 17 And if he refuses to hear them, tell it to the church. But if he refuses even 
to hear the church, let him be to you like a heathen and a tax collector. 
3 Phil 2:5-9  Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider 

it robbery to be equal with God, 7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in 
the likeness of men. 8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point 
of death, even the death of the cross. 9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is 
above every name; 2 Cor 1:1 This letter is from Paul, chosen by the will of God to be an apostle of Christ Jesus, and 
from our brother Timothy. I am writing to God’s church in Corinth and to all of his holy people throughout Greece. 
4 1 Cor 6:19-20 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from 
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6 But I trust that you will know that we are not 

disqualified. 

7 Now I pray to God that you do no evil, not that we 

should appear approved, but that you should do 

what is honorable [honest], though we may seem 

disqualified.  

8 For we can do nothing against the truth, but for the 

truth. 

 9 For we are glad when we are weak and you are 

strong. And this also we pray, that you may be

6= (Paul exhorts all Corinthians in whom Christ 
is, i.e., all Corinthians are Christians, born-
again Christians, or saved.) 

 

7=(Paul prays to God that Corinthian Christians 
do no evil but do what is honorable or honest, 
even if Paul and Timohty might not recognize 
their hidden sins and so they as word ministers 
might not do accordingly, such as rebuke, 
convince, or teach.) 

 

8=Q3  (Paul and Timothy can do for the truth. 
The truth is going to stand. They live by faith, 
which is hearing by the word of God the truth.  
In the gospel of Christ, the righteousness of 
God is revealed from faith to faith, as EU 
mission tour’s key was –“to know Jesus more 
and to live by faith.” Psalm 119:160; John 
17:17; Rom 10:17; Rom 1:16-175) 

9= (We are glad when we are weak in Him due 
to humble ministry obedient to the Lord and His 
sheep, you are strong in Christ who strengthens 
you. Like this, we pray you may be mature or 
complete, i.e., sanctified by the Spirit, the word 
of God, faith, and prayer.  1 Cor 14:20; 2 Tim 
3:16-17; Rom 15:16;  1 Thess 5:22-23; 2 Thess 
2:13; 1 Tim 4:56) 

 
God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; therefore glorify God in your body and in your 
spirit, which are God’s; 2 Cor 1:21-22 Now He who establishes us with you in Christ and has anointed 
us is God, 22 who also has sealed us and given us the Spirit in our hearts as a guarantee; 2 Cor 5:4-5 For we who are 
in this tent groan, being burdened, not because we want to be unclothed, but further clothed, that mortality may be 
swallowed up by life. 5 Now He who has prepared us for this very thing is God, who also has given us the Spirit as a 
guarantee; Eph 1:13-14  In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in 
whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, 14 who is the guarantee of our 
inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory; Mat 6:13 And do not lead us 
into temptation, But deliver us from the evil one. For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen; 
1 Peter 5:7-9  casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you. 8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary 
the devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour. 9 Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing 
that the same sufferings are experienced by your brotherhood in the world. 
5 Psalm 119:160 The entirety of Your word is truth, And every one of Your righteous judgments endures forever; John 

17:17  Sanctify them by Your truth. Your word is truth; Rom 10:17  So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the 
word of God; Rom 1:16-17 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for 
everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from 
faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 
6 1 Cor 14:20 Brethren, do not be children in understanding; however, in malice be babes, but in understanding be 

mature; 2 Tim 3:16-17 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 
correction, for instruction in righteousness, 17 that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every 
good work; Rom 15:16 that I might be a minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God, that 
the offering of the Gentiles might be acceptable, sanctified by the Holy Spirit;  1 Thess 5:22-23 Abstain from every 
form of evil. 23 Now may the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely; and may your whole spirit, soul, and 
body be preserved blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ; 2 Thess 2:13  But we are bound to give thanks 
to God always for you, brethren beloved by the Lord, because God from the beginning chose you for 
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10 Therefore I write these things being absent, lest 

being present I should use sharpness, according to 

the authority which the Lord has given me for 

edification and not for destruction.

10=(Before I come, I as an apostle write these 
presently stated things to edify you to the body 
of Christ –  word ministers(apostles, prophets, 
evangelists, pastors and teachers)’s duty owed 
to the Lord. When I come, I would not want to 
use sharpness to destroy you, e.g. rebuke 
unrepentant sinners with 2 or 3 witnesses, 
before the church, or excommunicate them 
from the church   The Bible speaks of God as a 
“devouring fire.” God destroyed sinners, e.g., 
185,000 killed, or the Spirit of God consumed 

sins of our hearts. καταναλίσκον πυρ 
(katanalískon pyr) (1) καταναλίσκον 
(katanalískon) means "devouring," 
“destroying,” or "consuming." (2) πυρ (pyr) 
means "fire."    Eph 4:11-12; Isaiah 33:14; 

Isaiah 37:36; Acts 2:3-47) 
 

11=(Farewell, be mature like Jesus’ image – 
sanctified by the Spirit, the word of God, faith, 
and prayer. Be of good comfort to suffering 
people, be of one mind – quit the division, live 
in peace – don’t have the factions. The God of 
love and peace will be with you. Comfort, 
Peace, God’s love, and God’s peace can come 
from their fellowship with our Lord – I am His 
and He is mine -- which is overflowing to the 
fellowship with themselves. Then divine joy may 
be full.  1 John 1:3-48) 

12-13 = (Greet each other with a holy kiss – 
then it was a culture. All the saints, in other

14=(This verse is often used with a benediction 
as well as the Lord’s prayer at the end of 
services to the Lord. Here, the “Trinity” term is 
not explicitly stated but is impliedly used like 
other verses in the Scripture, e.g., angel 
Gabriel’s foretelling Jesus’s birth to virgin Mary; 
Jesus’ water baptism; new disciples’ water 
baptism; these three – the Father, the Word, 
the Holy Spirit – are one. So, here we 
experience God’s grace, love, and fellowship. 
Luke 1:35; Mat 3:16-17; Mat 28:19; 1 John 5:7 
9) 

Note: Most Christians say the Bible is important, but rarely study every word in the Bible and 
commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord (2 
Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Bible Study 
(NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Bible is the Bible per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s Word 
is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience might 
be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is temperately 
used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 12:6, Jer 23:28; 
Ne 8:8).

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Bibles & 200 lunches per week for the homeless, 
and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t matter. It’s 
something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the important thing 
(e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the numbers of the 
members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has added them to 
CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is His own church 
(souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 Cor 6:20; Acts 
20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ programs (1 Cor 1:25; 
Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand (Psalm 139:17-18), 
we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Bible simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

Why does CCAH use an online donation button or donation basket? 

1. CCAH is the Lord's Church 

Calvary Chapel Anaheim Hills (CCAH) belongs to God, as expressed when Jesus 
told Peter, "I will build My church" (Matthew 16:18). This affirms that CCAH is not 
a human institution seeking financial gain but a group where followers of Christ 
gather to worship Him and advance His kingdom.

God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom.
