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“Works Meet For Repentance”    Acts 26:1-32    11/17/24 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “Works Meet For Repentance”  in Acts 26:1-32. 

To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d 
like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions. Q1.  In verse 16,   “But rise and stand on your feet; for I have appeared to you for this 
purpose, to make you a minister and a witness both of the things which you have seen 
and of the things which I will yet reveal to you,” what does it mean in the context? And 
how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q2. In verse 18, “ to open their eyes, in order to turn them from darkness to light, 
and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an 
inheritance among those who are sanctified by faith in Me,” what does it mean? And 
how can we apply it to our lives? 

Q3. In verse 20, “but declared first to those in Damascus and in Jerusalem, and 
throughout all the region of Judea, and then to the Gentiles, that they should repent, 
turn to God, and do works befitting repentance” what does it mean? And what can we 
learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
Agrippa II the king of Judah who was Herod the Great’s great grandson came with Bernice 
his sister or mistress to  new governor Festus at Caesarea.  
 
In the last time, Acts 25:26-27, “I have nothing certain to write to my lord concerning him. 
Therefore I have brought him out before you, and especially before you, King Agrippa, so 
that after the examination has taken place I may have something to write. 27 For it seems 
to me unreasonable to send a prisoner and not to specify the charges against him.” In the 
next day, Festus called all accusers and Paul in the auditorium before Agrippa. Festus 
presented Paul’s case about nothing guilt to deserve death penalty, desiring a charge 
through their examinations to send Paul to Caesar. Paul had another opportunity to testify 
the alive Jesus from the dead before all of them, as we preach the word not only in season 
but also out of season, anytime, because a hearer might become a born again Christian 
or become mature from a carnal Christian if our Lord permits.

 1Then Agrippa said to Paul, “You are 
permitted to speak for yourself.” 

So Paul stretched out his hand and 
answered for himself:  

 

 

1=  (Agrippa the king of Judah and Bernice his siter came to 
Casarea from Jerusalem to greet the new appointed 
governor Festus  Acts 25:131) 

 

 
1 Acts 25:13 And after some days King Agrippa and Bernice came to Caesarea to greet Festus.

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2 “I think myself happy, King Agrippa, 
because today I shall answer for myself 
before you concerning all the things of 
which I am accused by the 
Jews, 3 especially because you are 
expert in all customs and questions 
which have to do with the Jews. 
Therefore I beg you to hear me patiently. 

4 “My manner of life from my youth, 
which was spent from the beginning 
among my own nation at Jerusalem, all 
the Jews know. 5 They knew me from the 
first, if they were willing to testify, that 
according to the strictest sect of our 
religion I lived a Pharisee.  

6 And now I stand and am judged for the 
hope of the promise made by God to our 
fathers. 7 To this promise our twelve 
tribes, earnestly serving God night and 
day, hope to attain. For this hope’s sake, 
King Agrippa, I am accused by the 
Jews. 8 Why should it be thought 
incredible by you that God raises the 
dead? 

9 “Indeed, I myself thought I must do 
many things contrary to the name 
of Jesus of Nazareth. 10 This I also did in 
Jerusalem, and many of the saints I shut 
up in prison, having received 
authority from the chief priests; and 
when they were put to death, I cast my 
vote against them. 11 And I punished 
them often in every synagogue and 
compelled them to blaspheme; and 
being exceedingly enraged against 
them, I persecuted them even to foreign 
cities. 

12 “While thus occupied, as I journeyed to 
Damascus with authority and 
commission from the chief priests, 13 at 
midday, O king, along the road I saw a 
light from heaven, brighter than the sun, 
shining around me and those who 
journeyed with me.  

 

 

2-3= (Paul expressed a compliment to Agrippa because he 
as the king of Judah knew the Scripture, all Jewish customs, 
and all issues relevant to them, unlike Festus the Roman 
governor.) 

 

 

 

4-5= (Paul was born as a Roman citizen in Tarsus and grew 
up in Grecian culture, But his father sent him into Jerusalem 
to be educated under a Pharisee named Gamaliel. Paul 
testified of Jesus before Agrippa, Festus, and all the other 
audience, becoming a witness.  Acts 22:32) 

 

 

6-8= (Jesus was the fulfillment of the prophecies about the 
Messiah, which was proved by His resurrection.  The whole 
Jewish nation was hoping, praying, and looking for Messiah. 
Why should you think Jesus’ resurrection incredible that God 
should raise the dead? Because you don’t take God into 
consideration of nothing impossible to raise Jesus from the 
dead, you make the mistake of the impossible resurrection.) 

 

 

 

9-11= (Paul persecuted Christians, contrary to the name of 
Jesus of Nazareth, with his religious duty as a member of 
Sanhedrin court. Paul received authority from the chief 
priests, the head of Sanhedrin court, to put Christians in 
prison and to put them to death. Paul searched them in every 
synagogue, charged them to blaspheme, and very angered 
against them, from Jerusalem to foreign cities. So, Paul was 
no stranger to the Jewish animosity against the Christian 
faith.) 

 

 

 

 

12-13= (In the scope of his duty authorized by the chief 
priests, Paul and others the Sanhedrin members searched 
Christians to persecute in Damascus but they saw a light 
from heaven brighter than the sun.) 

 

 

 

 
2 Acts 22:3 I am indeed a Jew, born in Tarsus of Cilicia, but brought up in this city at the feet of Gamaliel, taught 
according to the strictness of our fathers’ law, and was zealous toward God as you all are today. 
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14 And when we all had fallen to the 
ground, I heard a voice speaking to me 
and saying in the Hebrew 
language, ‘Saul, Saul, why are you 
persecuting Me? It is hard for you to kick 
against the goads.’  

 

 

 

 

15 So I said, ‘Who are You, Lord?’ And 
He said, ‘I am Jesus, whom you are 
persecuting.  

16 But rise and stand on your feet; for I 
have appeared to you for this 
purpose, to make you a minister and a 
witness both of the things which you 
have seen and of the things which I will 
yet reveal to you.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

17 I will deliver you from 
the Jewish people, as well as from the 
Gentiles, to whom I now send you,  

 

 

14= (All the pursuers had fallen to the ground, but Paul heard 
a voice in the Hebrew language that Saul, Saul, why you are 
persecuting Jesus. The goad was a sharp stick used to kick 
cattle. Paul saw and heard that when Stephen was stoned 
and killed, he cried out with a loud voice, ‘Lord, do not charge 
them with the sin.’ Upon Paul’s persecution against 
Christians upon his early belief in Judaism,  they rejoiced to 
suffer for Christ’s sake. Their faith  was not forsaken by his 
persecution but mostly ironically strengthened. So, it’s hard 
for Paul to persecute against the Christians as it’s hard for an 
ox to kick against goads.  Here, Jesus said that Paul’s 
persecution against them was his persecuting Jesus because 
they were the followers of Jesus, e.g. if a person resists the 
matters ministered by a minister of Jesus, the person is 
persecuting Jesus.    Acts 7:57-603 ) 

15= (Paul called Jesus as Lord, being converted from Judaist 
to Christian, because he called the risen Jesus, “a light from 
heaven,” as Lord by the Holy Spirit. 1 Cor 12:34 ) 

 

16=Q1 (Here, Jesus called Paul as a minister and a witness 
both of the things which Paul had seen the risen Jesus as a 
light from heaven  and the things to reveal to Paul -- the 
gospel of grace revealed in the desert of Arabia. Paul later 
confessed this calling separated from his mother’s womb by 
His grace. Also to every Christian, God has already prepared 
beforehand that each should walk in the good works, i.e., as 
a minister and a witness for Christ Jesus. For example, 
Esther called upon by Mordecai to go into her husband king 
in order to countermand this decree under the guise of 
Haman. And it is interesting how that in just a few days, she 
accomplished God’s purpose in her life, That’s her ministry 
for Him. So through prayer and His words, we may find His 
personal calling to each of us as a minister and a witness. 
Gal 1:15; Eph 2:10; Esther 4:13-175)  

 

 

17= (Jeus sent Paul to Jewish people and the Gentiles. The 
sent one is called as an apostle) 

 

 

 
3 Acts 7:57-60 Then they cried out with a loud voice, stopped their ears, and ran at him with one accord; 58 and they 
cast him out of the city and stoned him. And the witnesses laid down their clothes at the feet of a young man named 
Saul. 59 And they stoned Stephen as he was calling on God and saying, “Lord Jesus, receive my spirit.” 60 Then he knelt 
down and cried out with a loud voice, “Lord, do not charge them with this sin.” And when he had said this, he fell asleep. 
4 1 Cor 12:3  Therefore I make known to you that no one speaking by the Spirit of God calls Jesus accursed, and no 
one can say that Jesus is Lord except by the Holy Spirit. 
5 Gal 1:15 But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and called me through His grace; Eph 
2:10  For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we 
should walk in them; Esther 4:13-17 And Mordecai told them to answer Esther: “Do not think in your heart that you will 
escape in the king’s palace any more than all the other Jews. 14 For if you remain completely silent at this time, relief 
and deliverance will arise for the Jews from another place, but you and your father’s house will perish. Yet who knows 
whether you have come to the kingdom for such a time as this?” 15 Then Esther told them to reply to Mordecai: 16 “Go, 
gather all the Jews who are present in Shushan, and fast for me; neither eat nor drink for three days, night or day. My 
maids and I will fast likewise. And so I will go to the king, which is against the law; and if I perish, I perish!” 17 So Mordecai 
went his way and did according to all that Esther commanded him. 
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18 to open their eyes, in order to 
turn them from darkness to light, 
and from the power of Satan to God, that 
they may receive forgiveness of sins 
and an inheritance among those who 
are sanctified by faith in Me.’ 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

19 “Therefore, King Agrippa, I was not 
disobedient to the heavenly vision, 

 

20 but declared first to those in Damascus 
and in Jerusalem, and throughout all the 
region of Judea, and then to the 
Gentiles, that they should repent, turn to 
God, and do works befitting [meet for] 
repentance.  

 

 

 

 

18=Q2 (Satan has blinded their eyes to the truth of Jesus 
Christ the Savior. When you really look at the gospel of 
Christ, it is the most reasonable offer that your sins which you 
could ever have are completely forgiven -- like from scarlet 
sins to white as snow, crimson sins to wool. If God grants 
them repentance, they may know the truth, that they may 
sense and escape the snare of the devil and be obedient to 
His will.  Our Lord wants no one should perish but all should 
come to repentance and believe in the Lord Jesus Christ the 
Savior. You are blessed because your transgression is 
forgiven. And then through your indwelling Spirit of God, you 
are sanctified by faith in Him, i.e., in the gospel from faith to 
faith.  When He is revealed, either physical death or rapture, 
you shall see Him as He is.  All of you are joint heirs of God 
with Christ as fellow citizens with the saints and members of 
the household of God. An incorruptible and undefiled 
inheritance is reserved in heaven for each of us who has a 
living hope through His resurrection from the dead to see 
Him. Your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit because you 
were bought at a price of Jesus’ bloodshed. So, you should 
glorify God in your body and spirit, which are God’s. Isaiah 
1:18; 2 Tim 2:24-26; Psalm 32:1; 2 Peter 3:9; 1 John 3:2; 
Rom 8:16-17; Eph 2:19; 1 Peter 1:3-4; 1 Cor 6:19-206) 

19= (Thus, Paul had to obey the heavenly vision – as a 
minister and a witness for Jesus’ sake in verses 16 & 17.) 

20=Q3 (According to His will through the heavenly vision, 
Paul obeyed to deliver His words to Damascus, Jerusalem, 
all the region of Judea, and to the Gentiles through his 4 
mission trips, that they are exhorted to repent, turn to God, 
and do works meet repentance. Even if we become 
Christians, we are still tempted by the devil since the devil 
tempted even Jesus who did not fall in the temptation with 
the word of God, the truth. If our works doesn’t meet 
repentance of undeadly sins, it’d be a question of the genuine 
repentance. So, resist the devil through prayer like “in Jesus’ 
name bind Satan,” withstand the living word of the truth 
relevant to your situation, and rejoice because Jesus has 
already gotten a victory against Satan through His 
resurrection. Today in the world there are more Christians 
than we often realize but only a few are truly Bible-based 

 
6 Isaiah 1:18 Come now, and let us reason together,” Says the Lord, “Though your sins are like scarlet, They shall be 
as white as snow; Though they are red like crimson, They shall be as wool; 2 Tim 2:24-26  And a servant of the Lord 
must not quarrel but be gentle to all, able to teach, patient, 25 in humility correcting those who are in opposition, if God 
perhaps will grant them repentance, so that they may know the truth, 26 and that they may come to their 
senses and escape the snare of the devil, having been taken captive by him to do his will; Psalm 32:1 Blessed is he 
whose transgression is forgiven, Whose sin is covered; 2 Peter 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as 
some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to 
repentance; 1 John 3:2   Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but 
we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is; Rom 8:16-17  Beloved, now 
we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we 
shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is; Eph 2:19  Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and 
foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God; 1 Peter 1:3-4  Blessed be the 
God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living 
hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4 to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and that 
does not fade away, reserved in heaven for you; 1 Cor 6:19-20 Or do you not know that your body is the temple of 
the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? 20 For you were bought at a price; 
therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s. 
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21 For these reasons the Jews seized me 
in the temple and tried to kill me.  

22 Therefore, having obtained help from 
God, to this day I stand, witnessing both 
to small and great, saying no other 
things than those which the prophets 
and Moses said would come—  

 

23 that the Christ would suffer, that He 
would be the first to rise from the dead, 
and would proclaim light to 
the Jewish people and to the Gentiles.” 

 

24 Now as he thus made his defense, 
Festus said with a loud voice, “Paul, you 
are beside yourself! Much learning is 
driving you mad!” 

 

Christians. So, anyone who does err from the truth should be 
turned back to the truth by the whole armor of God – prayer, 
the word of God, faith, etc. Otherwise, faith without works is 
dead. We are carnal Christians, not a witness for Christ. 
When Jesus is revealed, we are not rewarded. Therefore, go 
on to all the perfect or complete Scripture from the principles 
of the doctrine of Christ or the gospel of Christ, such as the 
apostles’ creed Mat 4:1; Rom 1:16-17; James 2:26; 1 Cor 
3:1-4; 1 Cor 3:15-16; Heb 6:1-2; 2 Tim 3:16-177

21= (For Paul’s obedience to the heavenly vision, Jews 
seized Paul in the temple and tried to kill him) 

22= (Paul was witnessing Jesus to all people, both small and 
great, the Prophets and Moses’ records in the Scripture --  
God would send the Messiah the Anointed One in the world, 
He would suffer for us, and His days are forever, i.e., He is 
alive now from the dead, etc. .   Isaiah 53:10; Psalm 22:18 

 

23= (Jesus’s death with bloodshed was for the Jewish people 
and for the Gentiles or for the world. And Jesus rose again 
from the dead. This is the gospel of Christ. If you believe in 
Him, you have everlasting life. The gospel is simple or 
straightforward. It’s free to everyone but it cost Jesus’ life. 1 
Cor 15:1-4; John 3:169) 

24= (To Festus, unknown of the Scripture and of the 
Resurrection, Paul’s message in his defense seemed insane. 
Paul had risk his life for a message offensive to the Jews and 
unbelievable to the Gentiles in this world but his rewards 
were so much in heaven, as we should learn this in this 
capitalism and materialism minded world.) 

 

 
7 Mat 4:1 Then Jesus was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil; Rom 1:16-17  For I am 
not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first 
and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just 
shall live by faith.” James 2:26 For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also; 1 Cor 
3:1-4 And I, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual people but as to carnal, as to babes in Christ. 2 I fed you 
with milk and not with solid food; for until now you were not able to receive it, and even now you are still not able; 3 for 
you are still carnal. For where there are envy, strife, and divisions among you, are you not carnal and behaving 
like mere men? 4 For when one says, “I am of Paul,” and another, “I am of Apollos,” are you not carnal?; 1 Cor 3:15-
16  If anyone’s work is burned, he will suffer loss; but he himself will be saved, yet so as through fire. 16 Do you not 
know that you are the temple of God and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?; Heb 6:1-2 Therefore, leaving the 
discussion of the elementary principles of Christ [the principles of the doctrine of Christ], let us go on to perfection, not 
laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works and of faith toward God, 2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of 
laying on of hands, of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment; 2 Tim 3:16-17 All Scripture is given by 
inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, 17 that the 
man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work. 
8 Isaiah 53:10 Yet it pleased the Lord to bruise Him; He has put Him to grief. When You make His soul an offering for 
sin, He shall see His seed, He shall prolong His days, And the pleasure of the Lord shall prosper in His hand; Psalm 
22:1 My God, My God, why have You forsaken Me? Why are You so far from helping Me, And from the words of My 
groaning? 

9 1 Cor 15:1-4 Moreover, brethren, I declare to you the gospel which I preached to you, which also you received and in 
which you stand, 2 by which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word which I preached to you—unless you believed 
in vain. 3 For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the 
Scriptures, 4 and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the Scriptures; John 3:16   For 
God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have 
everlasting life.,

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25 But he said, “I am not mad, most noble 
Festus, but speak the words of truth and 
reason. 26 For the king, before whom I 
also speak freely, knows these things; 
for I am convinced that none of these 
things escapes his attention, since this 
thing was not done in a corner.  

27 King Agrippa, do you believe the 
prophets? I know that you do believe.” 
28 Then Agrippa said to Paul, “You 
almost persuade me to become a 
Christian.” 

 

29 And Paul said, “I would to God that not 
only you, but also all who hear me today, 
might become both almost and 
altogether such as I am, except for these 
chains.” 

30 When he had said these things, the 
king stood up, as well as the governor 
and Bernice and those who sat with 
them; 31 and when they had gone aside, 
they talked among themselves, 
saying, “This man is doing nothing 
deserving of death or chains.” 32 Then 
Agrippa said to Festus, “This man might 
have been set free if he had not 
appealed to Caesar.”  

 

 

25-26= (Paul courteously responded to Festus the Roman 
governor who was most noble that he was not insane but 
spoke the words of truth and reason in the Scripture of which 
his convinced things was fully disclosed not even in a corner 
before King Agrippa.) 

 

27-28= (Paul asked the king’s belief of the prophet, being 
sure of the belief. But the King answered that he was almost 
persuaded to become a Christian. What a tragedy, when a 
person is brought close by the Holy Spirit but the person 
refuses to take that step of entering in Christ. Because not to 
enter in, not to accept Christ, his dying without Christ and 
without hope leads to personal tragedy, disaster, and eternal 
condemnation.) 

 

29= (Paul wish all audience not just almost but all together to 
enter into Christ as Paul is except his prisoner status, “these 
chains.”) 

 

30-32 = (Agrippa, Bernice, and others in the judgment court, 
who understood the Scripture, Jewish customs, and relevant 
issues,  talked among themselves that Paul was not guilty of 
death or chains. Then Agrippa the king said to Festus the 
Roman governor that Paul might have been set free if he had 
not made the appeal to Caesar. However, because of his 
appeal, Paul had the great opportunity to deliver the word of 
God to Rome without trip fare – his 4th mission trip even as 
an arrestee. What an awesome God! All things work together 
for good according to His purpose because Paul loved the 
Lord and was called by the Lord. Rom 8:2810) 

 

Note: Most Christians say the Bible is important, but rarely study every word in the Bible and 
commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord (2 
Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Bible Study 
(NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Bible is the Bible per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s Word 
is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience might 
be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is temperately 
used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 12:6, Jer 23:28; 
Ne 8:8).

In 2023, during Paul's footsteps mission tour and evangelism, several significant observations were 
made: Firstly, English emerged as the predominant language among people in the 
European Union (EU). Secondly, despite a rich Christian history, there are relatively a few 
Bible-based Christians in the midst of a post-Christian culture. Thirdly, it was noted that 
upon sharing the words of God, many individuals displayed unexpected curiosity or 
interest. Lastly, leveraging artificial intelligence (AI) tools, the dissemination of God's 
words can be accelerated significantly, aligning with the prophecy of Daniel 12:4b, "many 
shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased." 

These findings serve as a compelling motivation for us, as debtors of Jesus' love, to 
endeavor to spread the entirety of God's words throughout the EU whenever providence 
allows.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Bibles & 200 lunches per week for the homeless, 
and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t matter. It’s 
something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the important thing 
(e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the numbers of the 
members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has added them to 
CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is His own church 
(souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 Cor 6:20; Acts 
20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ programs (1 Cor 1:25; 
Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand (Psalm 139:17-18), 
we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Bible simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom.
