“Julius and Paul” Acts 27:1-44       12/01/24 

Today, we’d like to see the title of “Julius and Paul”  in Acts 27:1-44. 

To the souls on this Online Word through Podcast or YouTube Channel, on the earth, we’d 
like to suggest the 3 expositional Questions. Q1.  In verses 9-10,   “ Now when much time had been spent, and sailing was now 
dangerous because the Fast was already over, Paul advised them, 10 saying, ‘Men, I 
perceive that this voyage will end with disaster and much loss, not only of the cargo and 
ship, but also our lives,’” what do these mean in the Scripture? And what can we learn 
from here? 

Q2. In verses 24-25, “saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must be brought before 
Caesar; and indeed God has granted you all those who sail with you.’ 25 Therefore take 
heart, men, for I believe God that it will be just as it was told me,” what do these mean? 
And how can we apply these to our lives? 

Q3. In verse 34, “Therefore I urge you to take nourishment, for this is for your 
survival, since not a hair will fall from the head of any of you, ” what does it mean in the 
context? And what can we learn from here? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time,  after Paul’s defense before Agrippa at Caesarea, in Acts 26:32, “Then Agrippa 
said to Festus, ‘This man might have been set free if he had not appealed to Caesar,’” Agrippa II 
the king of Judah told Festus the Roman governor about the possibility of Paul’s no guilt. Then 
Rome was under Nero Emperor (54-68AD).  
 
Then Paul and other prisoners, under a centurion Julius, were journeying to Rome, by changing 
3 ships for about 6 months.  
 
They and others changed from a ship of Adramyttium of about 100 riders to the wheat trade 
Alexandrian ship of 276 riders from Myra to Malta, and through the wrecked ship to another 
Alexandrian ship from Malta to Rome. 

 

Alexandrian Ship

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In the first century, there was a grain trade between Rome and Alexandria by sea. A typical ship 

is 180 feet long (55 m), a beam is 45 feet wide (14 m). Riders had 276 people. 1200 tones 

capacity. The beam is a widest part of the ship; skiff is flat bottom; tackle is loading and unloading 

equipment; stern is back square part; bow is front sharp part; prow is above the waterline part of 

the bow; rudder rope is the rope to operate the ship at stern. Source: https://christadelphianmyc.com/    

 
In this chapter 27, they and other passengers were sailing from Caesarea to Malta, from 2 to 6 
routes, in Paul’s 4th mission trip as follows:

TEXT: NKJV [KJV]                                                     Inductive  Explanation in context & syntax 

1And when it was decided that we should sail to Italy, they 
delivered Paul and some other prisoners to one named 
Julius, a centurion of the Augustan Regiment.  

 

 

 

2 So, entering a ship of Adramyttium, we put to sea, 
meaning to sail along the coasts of Asia. Aristarchus, a 
Macedonian of Thessalonica, was with us. 

 

 

1= (They were Festus, Agrippa II, 
Bernice, and those who sat with them, 
deciding that from Caesarea, see 2 
route, Paul and some other prisoners 
under Julius as a centurion – a ruler of 
100 Roman soldiers - belonging to the 
Augustan Regiment – the band in the 
name of Augustus the 1st emperor of 
Rome, 27 BC-14 AD. Now it was 
under the 5th emperor Nero, 54-68 AD. 
Acts 28:301  ) 

2= (Julius, Paul, Aristarchus as Paul’s 
travel companion dragged into theater 
during the riot in Ephesus, Luke the 
author of this book from “us” , and 
others including some other prisoners 
& Paul’s friends in verse 3 or travel 
companions entered a ship of 
Adramyttium of about 100 passengers 
from the centurion. Acts 19:292 

 
1 Acts 28:30   When he had said these things, the king stood up, as well as the governor and Bernice and those who 

sat with them. 
2 Acts 19:29  So the whole city was filled with confusion, and rushed into the theater with one accord, having

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3 And the next day we landed at Sidon. And Julius treated 
Paul kindly and gave him liberty to go to his friends and 
receive care.  

 

4 When we had put to sea from there, we sailed under the 
shelter of Cyprus, because the winds were contrary. 5 And 
when we had sailed over the sea which is off Cilicia and 
Pamphylia, we came to Myra, a city of Lycia.  

6 There the centurion found an Alexandrian ship sailing to 
Italy, and he put us on board. 

 

 

7 When we had sailed slowly many days, and arrived with 
difficulty off Cnidus, the wind not permitting us to proceed, 
we sailed under the shelter of Crete off Salmone. 8 Passing 
it with difficulty, we came to a place called Fair Havens, 
near the city of Lasea. 

9 Now when much time had been spent, and sailing was 
now dangerous because the Fast was already over, Paul 
advised them, 10 saying, “Men, I perceive that this voyage 
will end with disaster and much loss, not only of the cargo 
and ship, but also our lives.”  

11 Nevertheless the centurion was more persuaded by the 
helmsman and the owner of the ship than by the things 
spoken by Paul. 12 And because the harbor was not suitable 
to winter in, the majority advised to set sail from there also, 
if by any means they could reach Phoenix, a harbor of 
Crete opening toward the southwest and northwest, and 
winter there. 

3=(Julius treated Paul kindly and 
allowed Paul liberty to contact his 
friends, travel-companions, or 
Christians for care. Julius respected 
Paul the instrument of Jesus, 
respecting Jesus This centurion had to 
have faith in God or the faith in God 
whose son is  Jesus like the faith of 
the centurion whose paralyzed servant 
had been healed by Jesus Mat 10:42; 
Mat 8:5-103) 

4- 5= (See the 3 route above) 

6=(Julius, Paul, and others changed 
from the ship of Adramyttium to about 3 
times bigger the wheat trade  
Alexandrian ship of 276 passengers in 
verse 37 from Myra city of Lycia region 
to Rome, Italy. They were on the 4 sail 
route above. After this Alexandrian ship 
was wrecked, they changed to another 
Alexandrian ship called as Castor and 
Pollux Acts 28:114).  
 

7- 8= (See the 4 & 5 routs. Through 
the wind difficulty, it took many days to 
arrive Fair Havens near the city of 
Lasea in Crete island.) 

9-10=Q1   (The Fast referred to the 
Day of Atonement requiring the fasting 
on 7/10 the Jews lunar calendar, being 
in October on which it was the winter 
storm season, when I experienced on 
MSC ship in 2023 October. It’s time to 
find a port and just prepare for winter. 
So, reasonably Paul warned the 
sailing was now dangerous at risk of 
disaster and much loss of the cargo, 
ship, and our lives. Our spiritual 
service to the Lord must be 
reasonable, not irrational.  Lev 23:27-
29; Rom 12:15) 

11-12 = (The helmsman or pilot and 
the owner of the ship persuaded Julius 
to sail into Phoenix harbor from Fair 
Havens, in Crete Island. They sailed 
there in order to stay in the winter at 
Phoenix. ) 

 
seized Gaius and Aristarchus, Macedonians, Paul’s travel companions. 
3 Mat 10:42 And whoever gives one of these little ones only a cup of cold water in the name of a disciple, assuredly, I 
say to you, he shall by no means lose his reward; Mat 8:5-10 Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion 
came to Him, pleading with Him, 6 saying, “Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, dreadfully tormented.” 
7 And Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.” 
8 The centurion answered and said, “Lord, I am not worthy that You should come under my roof. But only speak a word, 
and my servant will be healed. 9 For I also am a man under authority, having soldiers under me. And I say to 
this one, ‘Go,’ and he goes; and to another, ‘Come,’ and he comes; and to my servant, ‘Do this,’ and he does it.” 
10 When Jesus heard it, He marveled, and said to those who followed, “Assuredly, I say to you, I have not found such 
great faith, not even in Israel! 
4 Acts 28:11 And after three months we departed in a ship of Alexandria, which had wintered in the isle, 

whose sign was Castor and Pollux [The Twin Brothers].. 
5 Lev 23:27-29 Also the tenth day of this seventh month shall be the Day of Atonement. It shall be a holy convocation 
for you; you shall afflict your souls, and offer an offering made by fire to the Lord. 28 And you shall do no work on that 
same day, for it is the Day of Atonement, to make atonement for you before the Lord your God. 29 For any person who 
is not afflicted in soul on that same day shall be cut off from his people.; Rom 12:1 I beseech you therefore, brethren, 
by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable 
service. 
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13 When the south wind blew softly, supposing that they had 
obtained their desire, putting out to sea, they sailed close 
by Crete. 14 But not long after, a tempestuous head wind 
arose, called Euroclydon. 15 So when the ship was caught, 
and could not head into the wind, we let her drive. 16 And 
running under the shelter of an island called Clauda, we 
secured the skiff with difficulty. 17 When they had taken it on 
board, they used cables to undergird the ship; and fearing 
lest they should run aground on the Syrtis Sands, they 
struck sail and so were driven. 18 And because we were 
exceedingly tempest-tossed, the next day they lightened 
the ship. 19 On the third day we threw the ship’s tackle 
overboard with our own hands. 20 Now when neither sun 
nor stars appeared for many days, and no small tempest 
beat on us, all hope that we would be saved was finally 
given up. 

21 But after long abstinence from food, then Paul stood in 
the midst of them and said, “Men, you should have listened 
to me, and not have sailed from Crete and incurred this 
disaster and loss. 22 And now I urge you to take heart [to be 
of good cheer], for there will be no loss of life among you, 
but only of the ship. 23 For there stood by me this night an 
angel of the God to whom I belong and whom I 
serve, 24 saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must be 
brought before Caesar; and indeed God has granted you 
all those who sail with you.’ 25 Therefore take heart, 
men, for I believe God that it will be just as it was told 
me. 26 However, we must run aground on a certain island.” 

 

27 Now when the fourteenth night had come, as we were 
driven up and down in the Adriatic Sea, about midnight the 
sailors sensed that they were drawing near some land.  

 

28 And they took soundings and found it to be twenty 
fathoms; and when they had gone a little farther, they took 
soundings again and found it to be fifteen fathoms.  

 

 

 

13-14 = (It began soft wind but the  
tempest or deadly storm Euroclydon 
came. They strived between Cauda 
island and Syrtis sands on the front 
part of 6 route above.)  

 

17= (They tried to avoid the ship’s flat 
bottom skiff hitting Syrtis sands or 
sandbanks by passing cables 
underneath.) 

 

18-20 = (Due to exceedingly tempest, 
they lightened the ship by throwing 
away all ship’s tackle or equipment, 
becoming hopeless desperate.) 

 

 

21-23= (Paul reminded his warning to 
them and exhorted them not to lose 
their lives except things of the ship 
according to the Lord’s instruction 
through an angel, becoming a witness 
of the Lord as Jesus called him as a 
minister and a witness. Acts 26:166 

24-25=Q2 (In the midst of the storm, 
the Lord ministered to the Lord 
through His angel. The Lord 
encouraged Paul. The Lord assured 
Paul of his missions, “Do not be afraid, 
Paul; you must be brought before 
Caesar.”  In the sense of fear, you are 
prone to despair like His disciples in a 
great windstorm, but when you have 
the faith in the sense of God’s purpose 
or God’s calling, it can sustain you in 
the storms because you can do all 
things through Christ who strengthens 
you. Mark 4:35-40; Phil 4:137) 

27 = (in the 14th night, they floating up 
and down in the Adriatic sea which 
was the central part of the 
Mediterranean sea between Libya and 
Crete island. They were  on the still 
front 6 sail route above.) 

28 = (When sailors threw the sounding 
pipe into the water and it hit the 
bottom,  the returning soundings could 
make them tell the depth of the water 
–1 fathom is the Greek unit, 6 feet or 2 
meters, from 120 feet to 90 feet or. 40 
meters to 30 meters.) 

 
6 Acts 26:16 But rise and stand on your feet; for I have appeared to you for this purpose, to make you a minister and a 
witness both of the things which you have seen and of the things which I will yet reveal to you. 
7 Mark 4:35-40 On the same day, when evening had come, He said to them, “Let us cross over to the other side.” 36 Now 
when they had left the multitude, they took Him along in the boat as He was. And other little boats were also with 
Him. 37 And a great windstorm arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so that it was already filling. 38 But He was in 
the stern, asleep on a pillow. And they awoke Him and said to Him, “Teacher, do You not care that we are perishing?” 
39 Then He arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace, be still!” And the wind ceased and there was a 
great calm. 40 But He said to them, “Why are you so fearful? How is it that you have no faith?” ; Phil 4:13 I can do all 
things through Christ who strengthens me. 
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29 Then, fearing lest we should run aground on the rocks, 
they dropped four anchors from the stern, and prayed for 
day to come. 30 And as the sailors were seeking to escape 
from the ship, when they had let down the skiff into the sea, 
under pretense of putting out anchors from the 
prow, 31 Paul said to the centurion and the soldiers, “Unless 
these men stay in the ship, you cannot be saved.” 32 Then 
the soldiers cut away the ropes of the skiff and let it fall off. 

33 And as day was about to dawn, Paul implored them all to 
take food, saying, “Today is the fourteenth day you have 
waited and continued without food, and eaten 
nothing. 34 Therefore I urge you to take nourishment, for this 
is for your survival, since not a hair will fall from the head of 
any of you.”  

35 And when he had said these things, he took bread 
and gave thanks to God in the presence of them all; and 
when he had broken it he began to eat. 36 Then they were 
all encouraged, and also took food themselves. 37 And in all 
we were two hundred and seventy-six persons on the 
ship. 38 So when they had eaten enough, they lightened the 
ship and threw out the wheat into the sea. 

39 When it was day, they did not recognize the land; but 
they observed a bay with a beach, onto which they planned 
to run the ship if possible. 40 And they let go the anchors 
and left them in the sea, meanwhile loosing the rudder 
ropes; and they hoisted the mainsail to the wind and made 
for shore. 41 But striking a place where two seas met, they 
ran the ship aground; and the prow stuck fast and 
remained immovable, but the stern was being broken up by 
the violence of the waves. 

42 And the soldiers’ plan was to kill the prisoners, lest any of 
them should swim away and escape.  

 

43 But the centurion, wanting to save Paul, kept them 
from their purpose, and commanded that those who could 
swim should jump overboard first and get to land,  

44 and the rest, some on boards and some on parts of the 
ship. And so it was that they all escaped safely to land. 

 

 

29-32= (To avoid the ship’s hitting the 
rocks, they dropped 4 anchors for a 
day and the sailors – most prisoners 
under the pilot/ helmsman in Rome- 
were seeking to escape from the ship. 
Paul said all passengers to stay in the 
ship for life and to escape for death. 
Then, soldiers cut away the ropes of 
skiff or flat bottomed open part. ) 

33-34=Q3 (Paul is very practical. He is 
a Spiritual man -a capital “S” means 
the man who follows the Holy Spirit, 
not other spirits.  He is Godly man. He 
is directed by the Lord and he is also a 
very practical man! The Lord intends 
that we be practical or reasonable, not 
working around in some ethereal 
spiritual kind of a state. So, we should 
serve the Lord reasonably, depending 
upon where the Lord opens or shuts a 
door Rom 12:1; Isaiah 1:18; Rev 3:78) 

35-38= (All 376 passengers gave 
thanks to God for their survival and 
they took food themselves. Through 
Paul’s witness and minister role, all 
people prayed for thanksgiving to the 
Lord and sharing food. What’s 
awesome works of God! They 
lightening the ship by throwing out the 
wheat into the sea ) 

39-41= (By observing a bay with a 
beech, the sailors tried the ship to 
reach there and the front prow stuck 
immovable and the back stern was 
broken by the violence of waves. The 
ship was wrecked) 

 

 

 

 

42= (Soldiers’ decision to kill the 
prisoners is understandable because 
should the prisoner escape, the 
soldiers would be liable for death 
penalty according to Roman law.) 

43= (When shipwrecked, Julius’ 
decision saved Paul’s life and other 
prisoners’ lives) 

 

44= (The land where they all escaped 
safely was Malta island near to Sicily 
island, See the end of 6 route above. 
Acts 28:19)  

 
8 Rom 12:1  I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, 
holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service; Isaiah 1:18 “Come now, and let us reason together,” Says 
the Lord, “Though your sins are like scarlet, They shall be as white as snow; Though they are red like crimson, They 
shall be as wool.  Rev 3:7 And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write, ‘These things says He who is holy, He 
who is true, “He who has the key of David, He who opens and no one shuts, and shuts and no one opens”: 
 
9 Acts 28:1 Now when they had escaped, they then found out that the island was called Malta. 
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Note: Most Christians say the Bible is important, but rarely study every word in the Bible and 
commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord (2 
Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Bible Study 
(NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which  
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.  
We think that “Any human opinion is not really important rather than what God says. So, the best 
commentary on the Bible is the Bible per se. But the opinion to make us understand God’s Word 
is acceptable (2 Corinthians 10:5).” Further, for the application, a life or spiritual experience might 
be helpful to understand how to apply an understood word in the text column, but it is temperately 
used like Paul, because nobody should think above that literal experience (2 Cor 12:6, Jer 23:28; 
Ne 8:8).

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Bibles & 200 lunches per week for the homeless, 
and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t matter. It’s 
something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the important thing 
(e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the numbers of the 
members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has added them to 
CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is His own church 
(souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 Cor 6:20; Acts 
20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ programs (1 Cor 1:25; 
Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand (Psalm 139:17-18), 
we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Bible simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God desires our hearts, and giving is a demonstration of 
where our heart is with Him. As Jesus taught in Matthew 10:37, loving God above 
all else—including family and possessions—is essential to being worthy of Him. 
It is not the amount we give but the love and devotion that accompany our giving. 

3. A Donation Basket or Online Donation Button as a Reflection of Your Love for 
God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
