Paul went in to him and prayed, and he laid his hands on him and healed him,” what does it 
mean? And what can we learn from here? 

Q2. In verses 14-15, “ where we found brethren, and were invited to stay with them seven days. 
And so we went toward Rome. 15 And from there, when the brethren heard about us, they came 
to meet us as far as Appii Forum and Three Inns. When Paul saw them, he thanked God and 
took courage,” what do these mean? And what can we learn from here? 

Q3. In verse 31, “preaching the kingdom of God and teaching the things which concern the Lord 
Jesus Christ with all confidence, no one forbidding him,”  what does it mean? And how can we 
apply it to our lives? 

(Background for context of this text on Daily Bible Reading and Studying Weekly Book Basis)  

 
In the last time, in Acts 27:44, “and the rest, some on boards and some on parts of the 

ship. And so it was that they all escaped safely to land,”  after the Alexandrian ship was 

wrecked, all 274 riders escaped safely to Malta island near to Sicily island, See the end 

of 6 route below. 

This chapter covers from #7 route.

1Now when they had escaped, they then found out that the 
island was called Malta. 

2 And the natives showed us unusual kindness; for they 
kindled a fire and made us all welcome, because of the 
rain that was falling and because of the cold. 3 But when 
Paul had gathered a bundle of sticks and laid them on the 
fire, a viper came out because of the heat, and fastened 
on his hand.  

 

 

4 So when the natives saw the creature hanging from his 
hand, they said to one another, “No doubt this man is a 
murderer, whom, though he has escaped the sea, yet 
justice does not allow to live.” 5 But he shook off the 
creature into the fire and suffered no harm. 

6 However, they were expecting that he would swell up or 
suddenly fall down dead. But after they had looked for a 
long time and saw no harm come to him, they changed 
their minds and said that he was a god. 

7 In that region there was an estate of the leading citizen of 
the island, whose name was Publius, who received us and 
entertained us courteously for three days.  

 

 

 

8 And it happened that the father of Publius lay sick of a 
fever and dysentery. Paul went in to him and prayed, 
and he laid his hands on him and healed him. 9 So when 
this was done, the rest of those on the island who had 
diseases also came and were healed. 10 They also 
honored us in many ways; and when we departed, they 
provided such things as were necessary. 

 

1= (The 274 people escaped to Malta 
island near to Sicily island, see the end 
of 6 route). 

2-3 = (The natives welcomed them. It 
was still raining. To dry off a bit and 
warm up a bit, Paul built a bonfire. Paul 
worked with his own hands to gather a 
bund of stick and to fire it, showing 
really a model for ministers. Not to be 
served is but to serve souls to be 
brought to Jesus. But he was bitten by 
a viper) 

 

4-5= (The natives thought that Paul 
would be dead because of the assumed  
murderer. Paul just shook the viper off 
into the fire without panic.  

6= (They assumed him to fall over and 
die suddenly. But after a long time, Paul 
hand no harm. The natives changed 
their minds that he was a god from a 
murderer. Their flattery of the world, the 
glory of the world, the adulation of the 
world is so fickle. If you may be 
experiencing the glory today, tomorrow 
there will the boo birds out after you. 
That is why it’s so foolish to seek the 
glory of the world . Human favor is 
deceitful. Previously Paul healed a 
handicapped person, being glorified as 
a Greek god Hermes. Then, Paul 
pointed out the living God, with the 
same nature of you. We should learn 
from here. Acts 14:10-181 ) 

8=Q1 (Now Paul began a ministry 
there. He began to touch many people 
with the power of God. The Lord was 
bringing Paul to the island of Malta 
because the Lord knew people whose 
hearts were open to the gospel. Lord 
wanted Paul to spend the winter on the 
island of Malta. We see the hand of 
God beyond Paul’s expectation. But 
Paul was sure that he would stand 
before Caesar. If we are children of 

 
1 Acts 14:10-18  said with a loud voice, “Stand up straight on your feet!” And he leaped and walked. 11 11Now when the 

people saw what Paul had done, they raised their voices, saying in the Lycaonian language, “The gods have come 
down to us in the likeness of men!” 12 And Barnabas they called Zeus, and Paul, Hermes, because he was the chief 
speaker. 13 Then the priest of Zeus, whose temple was in front of their city, brought oxen and garlands to the 
gates, intending to sacrifice with the multitudes. 14 But when the apostles Barnabas and Paul heard this, they tore their 
clothes and ran in among the multitude, crying out 15 and saying, “Men, why are you doing these things? We also are 
men with the same nature as you, and preach to you that you should turn from these useless things to the living 
God, who made the heaven, the earth, the sea, and all things that are in them, 16 who in bygone generations allowed 
all nations to walk in their own ways. 17 Nevertheless He did not leave Himself without witness, in that He did good, gave 
us rain from heaven and fruitful seasons, filling our hearts with food and gladness.” 18 And with these sayings they could 
scarcely restrain the multitudes from sacrificing to them. 
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11 After three months we sailed in an Alexandrian ship 
whose figurehead was the Twin Brothers, which had 
wintered at the island. 12 And landing at Syracuse, we 
stayed three days. 13 From there we circled round and 
reached Rhegium. And after one day the south wind blew; 
and the next day we came to Puteoli,  

14 where we found brethren, and were invited to stay with 
them seven days. And so we went toward Rome. 15 And 
from there, when the brethren heard about us, they came 
to meet us as far as Appii Forum and Three Inns. When 
Paul saw them, he thanked God and took courage. 

 

 

 

 

 

16 Now when we came to Rome, the centurion delivered 
the prisoners to the captain of the guard; but Paul was 
permitted to dwell by himself with the soldier who guarded 
him. 

 

 

 

 

God and if we have committed our lives 
to Him, we can be sure that all things 
are working together for good. Though 
unknown to us or unseen by God, 
God’s hand is guiding our lives and the 
circumstances of our lives. Here, the 
door was opened and so Paul was able 
to minister to the people who needed 
healing through Jesus. Healing ministry 
is one of Jesus’ 3 major ministries on 
the earth Acts 27:23-25; Rom 8:28;Mat 
9:352 ) 

11-13= (After 3 months at Malta island, 
they took another Alexandrian ship 
named as Twin Brothers toward Rome, 
landing Syracuse city of the Sicily island 
for 3 days, Rhegium in Italy, and Puteoli 
in Italy. see above 7 route.) 

 

14-15=Q2  (There were brethren in 
Christ. Priscilla and Aquila met Paul at 
Corinth from Rome in Paul’s 2nd mission 
trip, And Paul sent the epistle to Rome, 
called as the book of Rome in Paul’s 3rd 
mission trip. Around Rome in Italy, 
there must have been a lot of 
Christians, who knew Gospel of Christ 
and lived by faith according to the word 
of God  Paul met brothers at Appi 
Forum and at Three Inns [Taverns], 
giving thanks to God and encouraging 
them. Acts 18:1-2; Rom 1:16-173 ) 

 

16= (Paul arrived at Rome, being 
allowed to dwell by himself with the 
guard soldier) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
2 Acts 27:23-25 For there stood by me this night an angel of the God to whom I belong and whom I serve, 24 saying, 

‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must be brought before Caesar; and indeed God has granted you all those who sail with 
you.’ 25 Therefore take heart, men, for I believe God that it will be just as it was told me. Rom 8:28 And we know that 
all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.; Mat 
9:35 Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of the 
kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people. 
3
Acts 18:1-2  After these things Paul departed from Athens and went to Corinth. 2 And he found a certain Jew 

named Aquila, born in Pontus, who had recently come from Italy with his wife Priscilla (because Claudius had 
commanded all the Jews to depart from Rome); and he came to them; Rom 1:16-17 For I am not ashamed of the 
gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who believes, for the Jew first and also for the 
Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 
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17 And it came to pass after three days that Paul called the 
leaders of the Jews together. So when they had come 
together, he said to them: “Men and brethren, though I 
have done nothing against our people or the customs of 
our fathers, yet I was delivered as a prisoner from 
Jerusalem into the hands of the Romans, 18 who, when 
they had examined me, wanted to let me go, because 
there was no cause for putting me to death. 19 But when 
the Jews spoke against it, I was compelled to appeal to 
Caesar, not that I had anything of which to accuse my 
nation. 20 For this reason therefore I have called for you, to 
see you and speak with you, because for the hope of 
Israel I am bound with this chain.” 21 Then they said to him, 
“We neither received letters from Judea concerning you, 
nor have any of the brethren who came reported or 
spoken any evil of you. 22 But we desire to hear from you 
what you think; for concerning this sect, we know that it is 
spoken against everywhere.” 23 So when they had 
appointed him a day, many came to him at his lodging, to 
whom he explained and solemnly testified of the kingdom 
of God, persuading them concerning Jesus from both the 
Law of Moses and the Prophets, from morning till evening. 

24 And some were persuaded by the things which were 
spoken, and some disbelieved. 25 So when they did not 
agree among themselves, they departed after Paul had 
said one word: “The Holy Spirit spoke rightly through 
Isaiah the prophet to our fathers,  

26 saying, 

‘Go to this people and say: 
“Hearing you will hear, and shall not understand; 
And seeing you will see, and not perceive;  
27 For the hearts of this people have grown dull. 
Their ears are hard of hearing, 
And their eyes they have closed, 
Lest they should see with their eyes and hear 
with their ears, Lest they should understand  
with their hearts and turn, 
So that I should heal them.” ’ 

17-23= (After 3 days, Paul invited the 
leaders of the Jews, testifying himself 
as a prisoner although the Jews looked 
it at a sect of Judaism. And he 
preached the gospel of Christ using the 
Old Testament to teach that Jesus was 
the Messiah, coming again as the 
reigning Messiah and establishing the 
Kingdom of God on earth. Before that 
He would make an offering of sin 
Himself for the world. So, Paul went 
through the Scripture with them from 
morning to evening, expounding, 
opening up, teaching them out of the 
Scripture which testifies of Jesus, John 
5:394) 

 

 

24= (Hereby, some were persuaded 
with Paul’s teaching and others 
disbelieved, totally depending upon 
God’s choice) 

25=(Here Paul is declaring his belief in 
the inspiration of the Scripture. The 
Holy Spirit spoke to Isaiah. Paul’s 
writing to Timothy about all Scripture is 
given by inspiration of God. 
Acknowledging that the Scripture is 
God’s Word to man and God’s 
revelation of Himself to man. That’s the 
Holy Spirit is the author of the Scripture, 
although there were many different 
writers over a long period of time, yet it 
is one consistent story because the 
Holy Spirit is the author. So, who can 
be against the Scripture? 2 Tim 3:16-
175) 

26-27= (At the death of Uziah the king 
of Judah, Isaiah prophesied chapter 6. 
Their hearts are hardened not to accept 
the gospel of Christ in the word of God 
and the Scripture. Jesus often used 
parables to speak secret from the 
foundation of the world, resulting in 
neither understanding, nor seeing,  
hearing due their hardened hearts 
Isaiah 6:9-10; Mat 13:356 ) 

 
4 John 5:39 You search the Scriptures, for in them you think you have eternal life; and these are they which testify of 

Me. 
5 2 Tim 3:16-17 All Scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, 

for instruction in righteousness, 17 that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work. 
6 Isaiah 6:9-10 Isaiah 6:9-10  And He said, “Go, and tell this people: ‘Keep on hearing, but do not understand; 

Keep on seeing, but do not perceive.’ 10 “Make the heart of this people dull, And their ears heavy, And shut their eyes; 
Lest they see with their eyes, And hear with their ears, And understand with their heart, And return and be healed.”; 
Mat 13:35  that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying: “I will open My mouth in parables; 
I will utter things kept secret from the foundation of the world.” 
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28 “Therefore let it be known to you that the salvation of 
God has been sent to the Gentiles, and they will hear it!”  

 

 

 

 

 

29 And when he had said these words, the Jews departed 
and had a great dispute among themselves. 30 Then Paul 
dwelt two whole years in his own rented house, and 
received all who came to him,  

 

31 preaching the kingdom of God and teaching the things 
which concern the Lord Jesus Christ with all confidence, 
no one forbidding him.  

   31=Q3 (As God’s hand brought Paul to this wicked city Rome to bring 
the glorious light of the gospel of Jesus Christ. Paul left the epistles that 
were not only a blessing and benefit to the churches where they were 
sent but also the epistles have become a blessing throughout the 
church history to us today who are blessed because God allowed him 
this imprisonment at rented house during 2 years in Rome. Paul was 
preaching and teaching with confidence. Many times it is in the 
hardships. Though we may not be able to see it. God is still working in 
your life. That’s why the Scripture exhorts us to rejoice in tribulation, We 
don’t worry in well doing but we know that in His time we will reap if we 
faint not. We trust in the Lord in all of the circumstances, knowing that 
all things are working together for good if we love God and are called 
according to His purposes. As we observe the model of the church from 
Paul’s preaching and teaching with confidence even in imprisonment, 
we are becoming the witnesses to Jesus wherever the door is opened, 
being sensitive to the leading of the spirit and cognizant of our total 
dependency upon the Spirit, knowing of the Scripture, and our doing 
nothing. Therefore, God’s continuing work through His church in Acts 
29. So CCAH is the Spirit led church in the whole counsel of God for its 
beliefs and their consequent practices. Note no body is allowed to alter 
the written word of God (LOGOS) of the original Scripture. The 
understood word of God (RHEMA) is being applied to daily life in the 
form of faith by the work of God the Spirit for a Christian. )  

 

28=(Now this again was prophesied by 
Isaiah. The gospel would go to the 
Gentiles from the Jews whose door now 
was shut. Paul got into Romans giving 
us some of the quotations where God 
promised that the Gentiles would hear 
and receive the gospel. By the Holy 
Spirit, since Jesus’ ministry on earth 
through Paul, we have become the 
witnesses to Jesus in Jerusalem, in all 
Judea and Samaria, and to the end of 
the earth, wherever the Lord opens a 
door.  Acts 1:87) 

29-30= (Paul continually delivered the 
Word of God to the visiting Jews even 
through a great dispute for 2 years). 

 

 

31=Q3 (  See the left text column)

commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord (2

goods laid up for many years; take your ease; eat, drink, and be merry. 20 But God said to 
him, Fool! This night your soul will be required of you; then whose will those things be 
which you have provided? 21 So is he who lays up treasure for himself, and is not rich 
toward God (Luke 12:19-21). 

Let go, Let God CCAH has been led daily by the Spirit in the Whole Counsel of God for its 

beliefs, and their consequent practices since over 20 years ago. Through CCAH, our Lord 
has been increasing faith, the word of God, its consequent practice, love, or joy with the 

perishable means. God has faithfully been touching the least souls like flames such as the 

addicted, the retirees, the indigent, the homeless, the veterans, and the rarely touched 
souls in the world -- free from where Christ is named, commercial capitalism is controlling, 
territorial boundaries are lined, and racial, material, or hereditary partiality underscores -- 
in the light of Matthew 25:40, “And the King will answer and say to them, Assuredly, I say 
to you, inasmuch as you did it to one of the least of these My brethren, you did it to Me.”

through our love for each other as long as we the one body of Christ on the earth are not 
against the principles of the doctrine of Christ.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Bibles & 200 lunches per week for the homeless, 
and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t matter. It’s 
something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the important thing 
(e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the numbers of the 
members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has added them to 
CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is His own church 
(souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 Cor 6:20; Acts 
20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ programs (1 Cor 1:25; 
Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand (Psalm 139:17-18), 
we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Bible simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 
of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
