Q1. Matthew 1:21 says “His name Jesus.”  And why is “His name Immanuel” given in Matthew 1:23? 
And what verses can we find the function of Christ or anointed one?    

Q2. Who visited on babe Jesus in the manger of Bethlehem? How many visitors? Were there Jesus’ 
parents?  And who visited young child Jesus in the house of Bethlehem? How many visitors? Were there 
Jesus’ parents? In addition, what are symbols of their 3 gifts?   And on the attached drawings, who must 
they be, either shepherds or wise men, according to the Scripture? 

Q3.  What does the Christmas mean to us? And what would be our life without the birth of Jesus? 

 
(Background)  
For the Word of Christmas (Q3), Christ is combined with Mass, which is Worship in old English. So, 

Christmas means a memorable worship service for Christ’s birth, that is, Christ’s birthday. Christmas is 

also called as Noel in old French language.  Christmas is not a holiday for a party, for Santa Clause, for 

Super Sale, or for any other commercial activities. Santa Clause culture developed from Germany gives a 

gift to a good child in Christmas Eve (night) while Infant Jesus culture was developed from Spain. Santa 

Clause culture spread to Western Europe, while Infant Jesus spread to Latin America.  While I was a 

Buddhist in my childhood, I liked Christmas because I thought that Santa Clause left a gift in Christmas Eve 

when I slept. But the Scripture doesn’t say the cultures. Jesus says in Mark 8:38, “ For whoever is ashamed 

of Me and My words in this adulterous and sinful generation, of him the Son of Man also will be ashamed 

when He comes in the glory of His Father with the holy angels.” So, we’d like to see scripturally what 

Christmas or Jesus birthday means to us.  

 

Jesus Christ the Lord as Savior: (1) Jesus, the English word rooted from IEZOUS the Greek word (Joshua 

the English Word rooted from YESHUA Hebrew word) means “The Lord is salvation” (Jesus’ mission or 

calling); (2) Christ, the English Word rooted from KRISTOS the Greek word (Messiah, the English word 

rooted from MESSIA the Hebrew Word) means “anointed one by God” as the Son of God; (3) the Lord 

(KURIOS the Greek Word; ADNOI the Hebrew Word) means “our Master” );(4) Savior means deliverer 

from eternal death.

(Matthew 1:18-25) 
BABE or BABY :  BREPOS the Greek 

18Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: After His mother Mary 

was betrothed to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with 

child of the Holy Spirit. 19 Then Joseph her husband, being a 

just man, and not wanting to make her a public example, was minded to 

put her away secretly.

CHILD: PLIDION the Greek 
(Matthew 2:1-2, 8-11) 

1Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of 

Herod the king, behold, wise men from the East came to 

Jerusalem, 2 saying, “Where is He who has been born King of 

the Jews? For we have seen His star in the East and have come 

to worship Him.” 

 

8 And he sent them to Bethlehem and said, “Go and search 

carefully for the young Child, and when you have 

found Him, bring back word to me, that I may come and worship 

Him also.”  9 When they heard the king, they departed; and 

behold, the star which they had seen in the East went before 

them, till it came and stood over where the young Child was.  

10 When they saw the star, they rejoiced with exceedingly great 

joy. 11 And when they had come into the house, they saw the 

young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down and worshiped 

Him. And when they had opened their treasures, they presented 

gifts to Him: gold, frankincense, and myrrh.

John 19:39) 

Q: Today especially in America (1) why many local churches reduce the frequency of meeting 
during Christmas season and (2) why even many Christians call “Happy Holiday” rather than 

 
4 Revelation 21:18 (Gold is a symbol of heavenly kingdom) And the building of the wall of it was of jasper: and the city 
was pure gold, like unto clear glass; Revelation 5:8 (Frankincense is a symbol of prayer) Now when He had taken the 
scroll, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the Lamb, each having a harp, and golden 
bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the saints; John 19:39 (Myrrh is a symbol of Jesus’ death) And 
Nicodemus, who at first came to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred 
pounds.. 
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“Merry Christmas” are asked. 

There are likely many valid reasons from sights of people. Since the head over church is Christ 
in Ephesians 5:23, “For the husband is head of the wife, as also Christ is head of the church; and 
He is the Savior of the body,” Church is theocratic rather than democratic.  So, we should see the 
reason from the Scripture rather than from people. Christmas is the combined word between 
Christ and Mass (Worship), focusing on worshipping Christ. The Merry Christmas focusing on 
Christ is proper, compared with the Happy Holiday focusing on people’s leisure or vacation. It is 
a memorable worship service for Christ’s birth, i.e. Christ’s birthday.  But at any moment when 
Jesus is coming again, we could not find any reason to reduce the frequency of meeting from the 
Scripture, rather than in Hebrews 10:25, “ not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, 
as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day 
approaching.” Further, we would be better to preach the gospel of Christ in Romans 1:16-17, “For 
I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to salvation for everyone who 
believes, for the Jew first and also for the Greek. 17 For in it the righteousness of God is revealed 
from faith to faith; as it is written, “The just shall live by faith.” 

The answers of the questions are here: 

A1. Jesus is a name meaning the Lord is salvation, Christ means anointed one and the Lord means 
our Master.  After the Lord Jesus Christ came on earth, was dead on cross with bloodshed, and rose 
again third day, the Spirit of God dwells in us, i.e., God with us. Therefore, Immanuel means “God 
with us” as the outcome of the Lord Jesus Christ coming on earth. We can find the function of Christ 
in Mathew 1:21 God anointed Him to save His people from their sins and in Luke 1:32-33 God 
anointed Him with the throne of His father David to reign over the house Jacob forever and His 
kingdom without end.  

A2. The Bethlehem country shepherds, 2 or more, visited on babe Jesus, lying in a manger, and His 
parents. However, the wise men, 2 or more, visited on young child Jesus and on Mary, His mother 
alone, in the house of Bethlehem with 3 gifts.  Gold is a symbol of heavenly kingdom, frankincense 
is a symbol of prayer, and myrrh is a symbol of death for Jesus. And on the attached drawings, they 
must be shepherds because of babe Jesus, manger, and His parents. 

A3.  The last question of Christmas’ meaning to us is an open question in the view of the Scripture. 
Christmas means a memorable worship service for Christ’s birth, that is, Christ’s birthday. Christmas 
is not a holiday for a party, for Santa Clause, for Super Sale, or for any other commercial activities.   
Christmas is Jesus’ birthday.  Jesus is the master of our life, the Savior from eternal death, the root 
of exceeding joy, and Jesus is our hope and our life, i.e., Jesus is all for our life. Without the birth of 
Jesus, our life would be in vanity.   

 

Here, the source was the topical deductive sermon on 12/25/16, published to the book of “Liberty from 
capitalism!  Daily Fellowship With Our Lord” written by Wayne Kim in  (California: CCAH PRESS, 2017). 
CCAH or most other Calvary Chapels have done that most sermons and Scripture teachings are delivered 
through verse-by-verse inductive expository methods. However, topical deductive methods are sometimes 
used for preaching, i.e., teaching the gospel of Christ in the Scripture, Biblical counseling or special 
occasion (like today Christmas message, such as a wedding service, funeral service, etc.) teachings. 
 

Note: Most Christians say the Scripture is important, but rarely study every word in the Scripture 
and commit it to the Lord. So, it’s better to study it and live accordingly after the Spirit for the Lord 
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(2 Tim 2:15).  This online word for global crusade in effect develops from the expositional sermon 
(KJV), into spiritual transformation in daily love fellowship with the Lord throughout the Scripture 
Study (NKJV) -- All Scripture Expositional Study from verse by verse Inductive Studies -- of which 
application is the Discipleship and Spiritual Formation, closer to the image of Christ. Also the 
whole verses of NIV as a reference are observed equally to KJV and NKJV for every online word.

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Q 1. How many members or offerings are at CCAH? 

A 1. People say, "How many people have been saved?" we don’t know, but God knows, although we 
acknowledge that God has arranged over 1,000 units of communities, 7 sober living facilities, over 200 
units of veteran community, KJV English & RVR Spanish Scriptures & 200 lunches per week for the 
homeless, and over a million online visitors (Mat 25:40 “unto one of the least of these”). It doesn’t 
matter. It’s something we leave the numbers with God. He knows those that are His and that’s the 
important thing (e.g. David's motive for census in 1 Chro 21:1). Therefore, we don't worry about the 
numbers of the members and of tithes and offerings because the Lord has given the increase, He has 
added them to CCAH so far (1 Cor 3:7; Acts 2:47; 2 Sam 24:1-3), not as we have done at all, and CCAH is 
His own church (souls), the Lord's church, "Jesus is all in all," purchased with His blood (Mat 16:18; 1 
Cor 6:20; Acts 20:28). Since His foolishness is wiser than men, such as all men's visions/ plans/ 
programs (1 Cor 1:25; Zechariah 4:6), and His thoughts unto each soul are more in number than the sand 
(Psalm 139:17-18), we are just active obedient followers of the Lord, venturing out in faith, "Let CCAH 
go, let God." 

And if you did indeed receive the increase, why do you boast as if you had not received it? (1 Cor 4:7) 
For we are not, as so many, peddling the word of God; but as of sincerity, but as from God, we speak in 
the sight of God in Christ (2 Cor 2:17), CCAH continues faithfully in teaching the entire Scripture simply 
without alteration, fellowship, communion, and prayers, being the witnesses to Christ, powered with the 
Spirit, in Jerusalem, all Judea, Samaria, and to the end of the earth (Acts 1:8; 2:42, 47). The truth the 
Word of God matters wherever - offline, indoor, outdoor, online, at sea, or in sky - and whenever - 
Sunday, Saturday, weekday, every day, this generation time, or the future generation time (John 5:39; 
17:17). The truth shall make us free (John 8:32), from where Christ is named, where commercial 
capitalism is controlling, where territorial boundaries are lined, or where racial, material, or hereditary 
partiality underscores. Every Christian is exhorted to go to church at any convenient place unless she is 
against "the principles of doctrine of Christ" (Heb 6:1) because of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" 
(Eph 1:22-23). Touchable over 1,000 souls by offline and foreseeable over 1 million souls by online at 
CCAH are being fed by the whole counsel of God throughout the Spirit, living by every His word (1 John 
2:27; Luke 4:4). CCAH does care about each soul because we believe that everybody is impartially created 
by God in His image (Gen 1:26) -- regardless of race, gender, age, wealth, or education such as Caucasian, 
male, youth, rich, Ivy league graduate, or not-- and that the eternal value of each soul is much greater 
than the value of any material/ temporal/ perishable things on the earth (James 3:17; Mat 16:26). 
When God leads, God provides (1 Chronicles 22:11). So, we don't seek money because it follows the faith 
in the almighty Lord by the love of God. Therefore, we never ask people for money, but would offer what 
we have to the Lord and pray Him to handle the issues (like Andrew rather than Philip in John 6:6-9). 
Individually, we can discern our each mind before the Lord, as how much love for Him can be observed 
(1) by the money index to divide willing expenditures to God by total expenditures (Luke 12:34; 21:2-
3), as well as (2) by how much the words of God we love (John 1:1). We know that any offering to God 
without willing mind is not accepted by God (2 Cor 8:12). The public love money especially in capitalism 
society because without money capitalism would not exist. However, we as Christians should not love 
money but should know its nature (1 Timothy 6:10). CCAH has been controlled not by money even in the 
capitalism society but by sovereign almighty God. The foundation of CCAH finance has begun from a 
homeless person's 2 dime offering to the Lord for CCAH at the Rock Fortress facility. The willing mind 
part for an offering should always prevail over its money part. An offering box in a church service or a 
donation button on websites through CCAH is a way to express a donor’s love for God by willing donation, 
the 1st part rather than 2nd money part, according to the Scripture (Mark 12:43; Luke 21:3-4). In fact, 
the fund raising or the fund seeking is not necessary for CCAH but the Lord seeking is sufficient because 
God is continually working through His church, CCAH, in Acts 29 (1 Chronicles 28:9; 2 Chronicles 15:1-
2). We have spent offerings/donations about 40% for external ministries (for missions in Philippians 
4:15-19 & for charity in Matthew 25:40) based upon our faith of "one church (Eklesia) on the earth" -- 
the holy universal church, not unholy ecumenical church -- (e.g. 1st Quarter 2014, 43.15%; 4st Quarter 
2013, 55.6 %; 3rd Quarter 2013, 20.11%; 2nd Quarter 2013, 55.91%; 1st Quarter, 2013 43.26%; 4th 
Quarter, 2012 45.57%, etc.), rather than spent them for additional social/cultural/popular internal 
programs. But about 60% for the internal ministries following the model of the early church in the Book 

of Acts is spent for sheep to be fed with spiritual food (Galatians 6:6) and for staff (1 Timothy 5:17-18). 

CCAH is the poor in material and spirit, but is the rich to give it away for Christ's sake, e.g., about 40% 
of annual offerings, with the poor hearts in spirit. The Lord is the shepherd of CCAH who is "as sorrowful, 
yet always rejoicing; as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing all things" (2 
Cor 6:10).

God 

In today's world, shaped by capitalism and materialism, money has become 
central to human life. However, how we allocate our financial resources reflects 
the priorities of our heart. As Matthew 6:21 states, "For where your treasure is, 
there your heart will be also." CCAH uses a donation basket or online donation 
button as a way for individuals to examine their love for God, gauging it through 
their willingness to support His work. These tools are not for fundraising but 
rather to encourage believers to align their financial priorities with their faith, 
recognizing that where one’s money goes often indicates where their heart lies. 

CCAH follows a Spirit-led approach, relying on God's provision rather than 
human efforts to seek funds. Therefore, donations at CCAH serve as a personal 
testament to one’s love for God, and are gratefully accepted as an act of faith and 
commitment to advancing His kingdom. Note that we do tolerate others’ fund 
raising for Godly things which are in Jesus, because of the supremacy of Agape 
love.
